Brothers and sisters,
 
Today we celebrate the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph—a family
chosen by God not because they were perfect, but because they trusted Him.
Their home in Nazareth shows us that ordinary family life can be holy when
God is at the center.
 
Sirach calls us to honor our parents and care for them, especially in their
weakness. This reminds us that love in the family is shown not just in words,
but in respect, gratitude, and sacrifice, especially across generations.
 
St. Paul urges us to “put on compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness, and
patience,” and above all, love. These are not just Christian virtues; they are
the daily work of family life—forgiving one another, bearing with one
another, and letting Christ’s peace rule our homes.
 
In the Gospel, the Holy Family becomes refugees, fleeing to Egypt to protect
the child Jesus. They face fear and uncertainty, yet God is with them. This
tells us that even in hardship, God is present in our families. The Holy Family
knows struggle, and so they walk with every family here in Norwalk who
carries worry, change, or pain.
 
Today, we pray that our families—and our parish family of St. Jerome’s—may
be places where Christ dwells, where love is chosen each day, and where God
is trusted, even when the road is hard.
