DAY 1: Tuesday, November 5, 2024, USA /
MEXICO CITY / PUEBLA

Today we depart on our flight bound for Mexico
City. Upon arrival we meet our escort and transfer
to Puebla. We check into our hotel for a welcome
dinner and an overnight. [boxed L,D]

DAY 2: Wednesday 11/6, PUEBLA

After breakfast, we take a tour of this beautiful and
historic city. We visit the Zécalo (plaza) and the
Church of Santo Domingo, where we visit the
Rosary Chapel. We have the opportunity to ven-
erate the incorrupt body of Beatified Sebastian
de Aparicio and celebrate Mass at St Francis
Church (subject to confirmation). We proceed to
the Cathedral for a visit. We return to the hotel for
dinner and an overnight. [B,D]
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DAY 3: Thursday 11/7, PUEBLA / OCOTLAN /
TLAXCALA / MEXICO CITY

After breakfast this morning, we go to the Shrine
and Sanctuary of Our Lady of Ocotlan, where
an apparition of Our Lady occurred to Juan Diego
Bernardino in 1541 and she left her statue in a
burnt tree. The statue has a prominent spot above
the altar. We continue to Tlaxcala to the Bless-
ed First Martyrs Shrine, and the Church of San
Francisco. We then go to San Miguel del Milagro
for Mass (subject to confirmation). This is the site
of miraculous apparitions of St Michael to Diego
Lézaro in 1631, and the well of curative waters.
We continue to Mexico City, where we check into
our hotel for dinner and overnight. [B,D]

DAY 4: Friday 11/8, MEXICO CITY / SAN JUAN
TEOTIHUACAN / MEXICO CITY

This morning we begin with a stop at the Plaza of
the Three Cultures (Tlatelolco), the place where

San Juan Diego was baptized, and the Church of
Our Lady's apparition to his uncle, Juan Bernardino.
We see the ancient ruins of the Aztec pyramid,
the colonial cathedral and the modern skyscraper,
which graphically represent the Aztec, European and
modern influences that have shaped the city. This af-
ternoon we continue to San Juan Teotihuacan and
the famous pre-Aztec city that contains the Pyra-
mids of the Sun and Moon and the Temple of
Quetzalcoatl. It is for these pyramids that Mexico
is called “the Egypt of the New World". From there
we have an introductory tour at the Basilica and
Shrine of Our Lady of Guadalupe in preparation
for our extended visit on Monday. We celebrate
Mass at the Basilica (subject to confirmation)
before returning to our hotel for dinner and over-
night. [B,D]

DAY 5: Saturday 11/9, MEXICO CITY / TAXCO /
CUERNAVACA / MEXICO CITY

After breakfast we travel to Taxco, a small city lo-
cated in the south of Mexico, in a mountainous
area with winding roads and foliage in every shade
of green. Taxco is known for its silver mining. Here
we visit the Parish Church of Santa Prisca, one of
the most important churches in Mexican baroque,
designed by the leading artists and architects of
the times. We celebrate Mass in this world fa-

mous Church (subject to confirmation) which is
both the visual and historical center of Taxco. There
will be time to shop and purchase some of the city's
finest silver. From there, we stop in Cuernavaca to
visit the city Cathedral and the Palace of Cortez.
We return to our hotel for dinner and an overnight.

DAY 6: Sunday 11/10, MEXICO CITY / COYOACAN
and XOCHIMILCO / MEXICO CITY
Our day begins in Coyoacan where we visit the
church of St John the Baptist, and sightsee
downtown Coyoacan. Then, this afternoon, we
get an impression of the old Mexico City (Tenoctit-
lan) as we visit the last remaining canals at Xochi-
milco. Here, the farms still produce flowers, fruits
and vegetables for the city. We will take a leisurely
trip in a festive gondola along the canal, where
we often hear entertaining mariachi music. This
evening, enjoy dinner on your own. We return to
our hotel for dinner and an overnight. [B,L]

DAY 7: Monday 11/11, MEXICO CITY

This morning we visit Holy Family Church and the
shrine of the Mexican martyr Blessed Miguel Pro.
We visit the site of Fr Pro’s assassination. Then, we
drive along Reforma Boulevard, past Alameda
Park to visit Cathedral at the Zocalo, or Plaza
Mayor. This is one of the most beautiful and his-
torical squares in the Americas and is located in the
center of Mexico City. We proceed to the Cathe-
dral (which is the largest in North America) before
visiting the archaeological site of the Templo

Mayor (Great Tem-
ple), the main Aztec
temple at the time
of the Spanish con-
quest. Then, we re-
turn to the Shrine
of Our Lady of
Guadalupe where
we spend the af-
ternoon exploring.
At the Basilica and
Shrine, you have
free time to spend
in reflection as you
look upon the orig-
inal miraculous im-
age of our Blessed
Mother left on St.
Juan Diego's tilma.
You have the op-
portunity to revis-
it the old Basilica,
Tepeyac Hill Indian T
Church, the Church OUR LADY OF  BLESSED MIGUEL
of the WeII, and GUADALUPE PRO

the Monument of

the Offerings. Feel free to do a bit of shopping in
the area before we re-board the motor coach and
stop at Plaza Garibaldi to hear the local mariachi
bands. This evening, we enjoy a farewell dinner at
the hotel. Overnight in Mexico City. [B,D]
