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The Dymock Poets were Rupert Brooke, Robert
Frost, Lascelles Abercrombie, Edward Thomas,
Wilfrid Wilson Gibson and John Drinkwater.
They lived in or visited the village of Dymock
in the period immediately prior to the First
World War. From here they published a journal,
New Numbers, containing poems such as
