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Golf Course Maintenance Update
Spring is  almost here,  and your Golf  Maintenance Team is
gearing up for the growing season.

March is  the ideal  t ime for Houstonians to apply a pre-
emergent herbicide to their  lawns.  During March and Apri l ,
seeds from major weed species such as goosegrass and
crabgrass begin to germinate in the soi l .  By applying a
protective barrier to the soi l  surface,  you can signif icantly
reduce weed pressure,  saving t ime and money that would
otherwise be spent treating them later in the season.

This year,  we took a proactive approach by applying a pre- and
post-emergent treatment in January to control  exist ing winter
weeds while establ ishing extended protection.  This strategy
proved successful ,  especial ly  with the course going dormant
shortly after the freeze,  keeping condit ions clean and well -
maintained.

Our next appl ication is  scheduled for Apri l  6th,  7th,  and 8th.
The team wil l  be applying a pre-emergent fert i l izer,  Ron-Star,
which wil l  continue protecting the course from weeds while
promoting spring green-up as temperatures r ise.  We wil l  fol low
this with a granular pre-emergent application of FreeHand in
col lar and clubhouse areas where it  is  unsafe to treat greens
or diff icult  to access with other equipment.

On Apri l  27th,  28th,  and 29th,  we wil l  begin aerifying the
greens.  We wil l  aerify nine holes per day to ensure that 18
holes remain open for play.  This f irst  aerif icat ion wil l  ut i l ize
small  3/8" hol low t ines,  which should al low for a quick
recovery,  weather permitt ing.

In May,  we wil l  focus on strengthening any weak turf  areas on
our greens,  tees,  and col lars.  This process wil l  include
removing damaged turf ,  level ing the underlying soi l ,  and re-
sodding the most affected areas.  Other areas wil l  be improved
through aerif icat ion along with sand and fert i l izer appl ications
to encourage healthy growth.

We appreciate your continued support and patience as we
work to provide the best possible playing condit ions.  Have a
wonderful  spring,  and we look forward to seeing you at the
Club.
