April Class News   
 

 

18 Mos. & Two’s Classes 
The 18-month class is participating more and more at 
music time with singing and doing motions—especially 
as we sing about Easter coming soon! They are also 
doing an excellent job of cleaning up our classroom 
toys completely on their own; you can encourage this 

at home.         The class will learn about animal life on 

the farm--- the petting zoo is always a favorite! 
 

This month the Two’s will celebrate the miracle of 
Easter!  The children will also learn about animals that 
live on a farm during our Farm unit---they’ll love the 
petting zoo!  
 

The 18 mos. and 2’s students will review all the 
shapes and colors this month. They’ll continue 
practicing one-to-one correspondence as they count 
and work with numbers.  We continue to work on fine 
motor skills, developing hand strength and following 
directions.   
 

3 Year Classes 
We celebrate the miracle of Easter this month---
Hallelujah!  We will take a visit to the cross on our 
campus hill and emphasize God’s love for each of us.  
During Farm Week, the 3’s will be discussing how 
farmers help us, and are looking forward to seeing the 
farm animals at the petting zoo on April 7.  
 

Students will be introduced to the letters O, M, P and 
Z, and we’ll be reviewing one-to-one correspondence.  
We will make pancakes and have a pajama party to 
emphasize the letter P! 
 

 
Pre-Kindergarten 
This month we are learning about Easter!  Some of 
the PreK students will act out the story of Jesus’ 
resurrection onstage at the Easter program.   The 
students are also learning about springtime! One of 
our most anticipated units is about butterflies, when  
we’ll have  a  real  butterfly release after we watch 
their life cycle!   During Farm Week we’ll study how 
farmers take care of God’s crops and animals…we’ll 
even learn how to make butter! Our classes will study 
our 5 senses, too, and we’ll have fun tasting and 
smelling some fun foods! 
 
 

Our phonics emphasis will be on the letters Yy, Nn, 
Ww, Xx and Zz.  We’ll review one-to-one 
correspondence with the numbers 1-6. The children 
continue to work on scissoring skills. We’re also 
emphasizing self-control in the classroom;  parents 
can reinforce that training at home, too!
