Board Resolution Regarding Classroom Age Span Compliance
WHEREAS, the Auglaize County Educational Service Center Governing Board is committed to providing free and appropriate public education to all students, including those receiving special education services; and
WHEREAS, the Board recognizes the importance of compliance with federal and state regulations governing special education programs, including the guidance related to age span in instructional groupings; and
WHEREAS, the Board further acknowledges that, due to unique student needs, enrollment patterns, and programmatic limitations, there may be instances where the age span within a special education classroom exceeds the 60-month guidance set forth by regulation; and
WHEREAS, the educational team has determined the placement in such setting is in the best interest of the students and the appropriate supports and differentiated instruction will be provided to ensure all students continue to receive high-quality, individualized instruction aligned with their IEPs;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Auglaize County Educational Service Center Governing Board formally acknowledges and supports the temporary placement of certain students in a classroom where the age span exceeds 60-months, as necessary to meet their educational needs;
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the administration will continue to monitor and review classroom compositions regularly to ensure educational appropriateness and compliance, and to seek long-term solutions that align with regulatory expectations.
