Plustor's Ceflection

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ Jesus,
Greetings from Fr. Raja.

I was thinking for two days about what I would want my people to hear from me for the first time through writing this article, I felt the inspiration to write
about how to become a saint in the modern society. As you start to read this article We, the Catholic Church have two new Saints namely St. Carlo Acutis and
St.Pier Giorgio Frassati. They are canonized on September 7, 2025 by Pope Leo XIII. Let us learn from our new Saints how we too can follow their steps to
become Saints.

Holiness in everyday life
For many of us, the idea of sainthood conjures images of ancient martyrs or solemn hermits. But Acutis and Frassati, who are canonized together, shatter this
misconception.

® (Carlo Acutis was a typical millennial teenager who loved video games and computers. He was a computer whiz with a profound love for the Eucharist. He
used his tech skills not for mindless entertainment but to evangelize, he created a website documenting Eucharistic miracles and Marian Apparitions. He turned
his hobby into a tool for evangelization. This act shows that technology is not a hindrance to holiness but a potential tool for sharing faith. Let us make our
digital footprint meaningful. Sharing uplifting content, promoting faith-based initiatives, and avoiding toxic online environments. Let us also make use of the
platforms like Word on Fire and Formed through parish subscriptions.

®  Prioritize the Eucharist: Carlo attended Mass daily and had a deep devotion to the Blessed Sacrament. Ground your day in prayer, regardless of your
schedule.

®  Pier Giorgio Frassati was an athletic, fun-loving student and a member of a wealthy family. Yet he cultivated a deep interior life through daily Mass,

®  Eucharistic adoration, and the Rosary. His vibrant life, full of mountain climbing and jokes with friends, proves that faith can flourish amid the world's
joys. His acts invite us to - Don’t just attend church; live your faith in the community. Engage in acts of charity, volunteer, and stand up for the dignity of every
person. Pursue hobbies and friendships that enrich your soul. Pier Giorgio believed in living life fully while staying rooted in Christ.

Centered on the Eucharist

Both saints had a profound, Eucharistic-centered spirituality that was the foundation for their ability to love and serve others. For Carlo Acutis, the Eucharist
was his "highway to heaven". His mother recalled that he was puzzled why churches weren't filled with long lines for the Blessed Sacrament like they were for
concerts. This deep devotion demonstrates that encountering Christ daily in the Eucharist is the source of all holiness. Pier Giorgio Frassati viewed the
Eucharist as the foundation for his service. He once said, "Jesus comes to me every day in Holy Communion. I repay him in my miserable way by visiting the
poor". This connection between the Eucharist and serving the marginalized provides a powerful lesson for all Christians.

Aiming for the heights
Frassati’s personal motto, "Verso l'alto" ("To the heights"), which he would inscribe on a photograph from his last mountain climb, serves as a powerful call

to spiritual excellence.

®  This motto refers to the mountain of eternal life with Christ.

®  Similarly, Acutis proclaimed, "Our goal must be infinite, not finite. The infinite is our homeland".

®  Both young men remind everyone that a Christian life is not about "just getting along," but about actively battling for truth and striving for heaven.
A call for contemporary Christians

In a world of noise, distraction, and isolation, the lives of Carlo Acutis and Pier Giorgio Frassati are radiant beacons of faith. They remind people that sainthood
is not a bygone ideal, but a living and urgent call for today. Their witness invites reflection on these points:

® How can modern skills and interests, like computers or sports, be used to share the Gospel?
® [stime made for the Eucharist, or is spiritual life an afterthought?
®  Are you living for "the heights" or just getting along?

® [sit possible to live authentically for Christ, even if it makes others uncomfortable?
Ultimately, Acutis and Frassati show that the path to sainthood is found in ordinary lives. Through their example, people can be reminded that in every age,
God raises up saints for the needs of the time, and their lives teach to strive for the extraordinary goal of holiness with courage, joy, and love.
