ON FORMATION

remember when I first arrived at St. Vincent de Paul

Regional Seminary (SVDP). It was mid-August in

2019. As I rounded a bend in the road and came to
my parking spot, one of the first things to greet me was
a statue of our Lady. At her feet were the familiar words
of Jesus: “Behold, your Mother” Although far from my
home in the Diocese of Raleigh, I knew at that moment
that I was still somehow home. I had come to a Nazareth
of sorts.

MARY: LEARNING TO BE A SON

Mary played a key role in my first two years of formation
as a Discipleship stage seminarian. Prior to attending
seminary, I was a medical student. Practicing medicine
had been a lifelong dream. Yet, even as this dream was
being fulfilled in medical school, my heart and desires
were expanding. With the help of friends and a few
priests, I was encountering Jesus Christ more deeply.
Even in my sin and weaknesses, his love was expanding
my perspective on life. Eventually, I began to see the
priesthood along the horizon. At first, this realization
brought many emotions, including fear. It all seemed
too great for me and beyond my strength. In those early
years of formation, Mary made things simple: first and
foremost, Jesus was calling me to himself, to intimacy
with him. Mary taught me to trust rather than control.
She showed me how to be a son of a good Father.




JESUS:
LEARNING TO BE IN LOVE

As my time at SVDP continued, I entered
what is known as the Configuration stage
for formation. This four-year period allows a
seminarian to practice clinging to Jesus alone,
letting Christ be his one great love. A great gift
for me during these years was the conviction
that Christ is present and loveable in all things
good, true, and beautiful. This is true above all
in the Eucharist but also in ordinary, everyday
things. As the Letter to the Ephesians proclaims,
Christ “fills all things in every way” (Eph 1:23;

4:10). There is nowhere we can go where he is
not present. My original seminary class with Fr. Cachia.

In this final year of seminary formation, I have
entered the Vocational Synthesis stage. During this
time, ordained deacons practice being spiritual
fathers in the parish. While Mary and Jesus still
remain present, St. Joseph has also stepped onto
the scene. Time and again, his fatherly example
has inspired and guided me this year.

I do not know the exact details of what my priestly
ministry will look like and where it will take me.
But I do know who will be there at every moment:
Mary, to help me remain a son. Joseph, to help me
grow as a father. And Jesus, with whom I fall in
love many times over. ¥

February 24, 2026
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was recently invited by a Catholic high school to share
Imy experience serving the men and women detained in
immigration centers across South Florida. I was deeply
struck by the students' sincerity and genuine interest in
learning more about my ministry. I hope my words to them

will now inspire you, the readers of Seeds of Hope, as well.

It all began in a small town in northern Nicaragua. From the
time I was just a boy, I felt called to follow and serve Jesus as
a priest. It was not a passing fantasy but a tender invitation
to know Him intimately and to love Him through others.
Due to social, political, and economic turmoil in Nicaragua,
I immigrated to the United States at the age of 15 and was
immediately welcomed by a community in Miami.

After high school, I entered priestly formation for the
Archdiocese of Miami. In the summer of 2006, the

were looking for people
to serve those working in
the tomato fields of the
Eastern Shore of Virginia.
As an immigrant myself,
I was keenly aware of the
immense effort my father
had made to reunite our
family. I remembered
the warm welcome I had
received upon arriving in
Miami and felt compelled

migrants in those tomato fields, I learned the true value of labor
and the vital importance of the Church’s presence to those in
need.

Years later, alongside lay volunteers, priests, and a permanent
deacon, I now visit those detained in Krome Detention Center
and South Florida Detention Facility, nicknamed €“Alligator
Alcatraz” Every Sunday when I celebrate Mass with them, the
words of Jesus come to mind: “Amen, I say to you, whatever you
did for one of the least of these brothers and sisters of mine, you
did for me (Matthew 25:40)” Jesus makes himself one with us
in our suffering. This unity transcends our political differences,
languages, cultures, and perceptions. As a priest, I am called to
bring Jesus’ presence into the darkest places of humanity and
to remind others that we have dignity as brothers and sisters in
Christ. When Mass ends, all the detainees stand, applaud, and
come to say thank you.

At Boys Town, a national child and family care charity founded
by Venerable Father Edward Flanagan in Omaha, Nebraska,
there’s a sculpture of a teenager carrying a child on his back.
The inscription below it reads: “He ain’t heavy, Father. . . He's
my brother” To talk about migrants and refugees is to talk about
human beings, not problems. How can you help? Learn about
the Church’s teachings on immigration: the dignity of the human
person, the rights and duties of each nation, the common good,
and, above all, as I told those high schoolers, “Remember where

you come from, who you are” They’re our brothers. ¥

Reflections on
My Pilgrimage

s a pilgrim Church, we are pilgrims in faith. We

are never truly “home” until we meet our Lord

in Heaven. When I heard SVDP was planning a
pilgrimage to Rome and Assisi, I leaped for joy inside, eager
to sign up. I wanted to go for two reasons: I believed I would
draw closer to my heavenly homeland if I journeyed to
the Eternal City, and I believed this pilgrimage would help
solidify my identity as a future Catholic priest. Boy, did God
spoil me! On this trip, I drew closer to God and grew in my
desire for holiness.

I once heard that the most fruitful activity of man is to
receive God.! When we journey as pilgrims, weary and

looking for physical and spiritual rest, we are more open




to receiving Him. As I walked through the Holy
Doors at each of the four Major Basilicas, I found
myself overwhelmed by the beauty and grandeur
of the churches. Yet, amid the excitement, my soul
was at rest because I knew I was home. Home in
the Roman Catholic Church, where God lives and
breathes, and directs me to my home in Heaven.
As a future priest of Jesus, I must always stay home
with God in his Church and teach God’s flock to
do the same.

At the foundation of that home was St. Peter;
he was everywhere! We celebrated Holy Mass
just feet away from his bones in the crypt of his
Basilica. We were standing very close to the site
of his martyrdom. We saw Peter in the tombs
of all his past successors, notably the late Pope
Benedict XVI as well as the late Pope Francis in
his simple and humble tomb in the Basilica of
Mary Major. Lastly, we met and saw Peter in his
current successor, Pope Leo XIV. All in one day!
Pope Leo spoke with such spiritual and moral
authority that I could not help but hear and see
Christ speaking through him. I wanted to listen
to him more and follow his lead. I walked away
that day with greater conviction in my belief in
the Pope’s authority and was reminded that to
be a priest of Jesus Christ is to be united with his
Vicar on earth.

The home of St. Francis in Assisi was another
spiritual oasis for this weary pilgrim. The silence,
simplicity, and natural beauty of the town and
churches was glorious. I could not get enough of
it. One afternoon, we decided to imitate Francis
and his friars and hiked up to the cave where they
would go for retreat. There, I experienced solitude

with mother nature, and more deeply, solitude
with God. I prayed in silence in the exact cave
that Francis would pray in. It was uncomfortable,
but the discomfort soon gave way to a profound
intimacy I experienced with the Lord.

As T left the cave and journeyed down the
mountain, I felt refreshed and renewed as a
pilgrim of faith. My experiences convinced me
that to be holy—especially a holy priest of Jesus
Christ—means to live with God and his Church
in unity, simplicity and solitude. ¥

a newborn babe, a starry sky

over a mountain valley—
these scenes strike us and stop us in
our tracks.

We live in a culture obsessed with
efficiency, obsessed with “figuring
things out,” but beauty and art
remind us that life is not about
“figuring things out” but about living
life, loving others, being with family
and receiving all the good things God
has to give. Yes, we must work hard
to enjoy these things, but in heaven,
we will not be toiling, but will be
enraptured with the gift of God’s
presence, the presence of others, and
the beauty of God’s creation. Beauty
and art remind us of who we are and
what is important.

God is the source of all beauty: just
one glance of this beauty, whether
from our first crush or our first
time seeing the Rockies, can send
us reeling. When we encounter
something beautiful and are smitten,
we are really smitten with the beauty
of God. This beauty can actually
wound us; it can be so beautiful
that it hurts. This is the beauty that

has the power to change the human
heart and to change the world.

In my art, the pieces I make are not
always religious, but they always have
God at the center. He is the heart of
all that is truly beautiful. Making art
is a meditation that wounds me and
makes me more like He who is most
beautiful. I pray others are affected
in a similar way by some of my art.

What is most beautiful is Jesus Christ
— His life, death and resurrection,
His Mercy and His love. This life of
Christ is shown through us when we
become holy. We become like God’s
stained-glass on earth, helping to
form the beautiful cathedral that is
our Catholic Church. Our very lives
can glorify God and convert hearts
through the beauty of our holiness as
His light shines through us.

I pray you all enter more deeply
into His heart, a heart of beauty,
love and mercy, and that next time
you see something beautiful, you
are reminded of He Who is Most
Beautiful and worthy of all your love
and trust. ¥

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s a seminarian in the Discipleship stage, I am called to grow as a
Amissionary disciple by sharing the good news of Christ and deepening
my relationship with Him. In December of 2025, I embarked on a
mission trip to the Pine Ridge Lakota Reservation in South Dakota. While
I assumed that we would be serving the local Church and people, what I

realized was that we were there first to encounter—to be with the people and
to listen to their story. Only then could we serve them.

Our first encounter was with the leaders of the Mahpiya Luta (“Red Cloud”)
Mission and School. The mission covers the entire 11,000 square mile
reservation and includes eight different churches. The Jesuits have served the
mission for over 130 years. Later joined by Franciscan sisters, they have helped
the Lakota people through times of violence, cultural loss, and injustice.

As I heard the stories of their faithful witness, I
could not help but be filled with hope.

Working alongside the Jesuits and Franciscans
were the Lakota Catholics. In the midst of the
apathy and hopelessness displayed by others
on the reservation, this group ministered
to their people with great devotion. It was
inspiring seeing them integrate their Lakota
identity and spirituality with the richness of
the Catholic faith. Many times, they told us
that only God could bring healing to such a
place.

Servant of God Nicholas Black Elk was a
powerful agent of that healing. A Lakota
medicine man, he converted to Catholicism
later in life and became a catechist. One of
his fundamental teaching tools was the “Two
Roads” map—a pictorial catechism illustrating
salvation history—which he used to evangelize
and strengthen the faith of his people. His life
continues to be a source of hope for the people,
keeping zeal for the mission ablaze.

After immersing ourselves in the mission
community, our opportunities to serve finally
came. For two days, we went to different
churches to clean and decorate so that the
community could prepare for Christmas.
The local parishioners warmly greeted us and
encouraged us to exercise our creativity. As we
made the finishing touches on the decorations,
I could sense the new bonds we had formed
with the people.

The climax of our service came at the end of
our trip when we put on a “Festival of Hope”
in the heart of the reservation. We invited the
locals, prepared them a meal, and gave them a
space to encounter God. We led a Bible study,
played worship music, and prayed with people.
I was surprised by how many spontaneous
interactions we had as the Holy Spirit was
touching hearts. At one point, I stepped back
from all the activities to take in everything that
was going on. I felt a great sense of community
seeing my brothers exchange their gifts and
interests with others. Moments like these
remind me what it means to be one living
Church.

The people at Pine Ridge Lakota Reservation
helped redefine my understanding of
missionary discipleship. By encountering
them, serving alongside them, and witnessing
their hope in Jesus, I came to see that
missionary discipleship involves not only
offering of my own gifts but also receiving
those of others. ¥

The most powerful gift you can give to the
seminary may not be a check, but rather a
decision—a quiet, faith-filled decision to
include SVDP in your estate plans.
