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Once I went to a hospice facility to celebrate Last Rites for an
elderly dying man. His family had told me that he had been un-
communicative for days. At the conclusion of the ritual, we be-
gan to recite the Our Father prayer. To everyone’s surprise, his
lips moved, clearly mouthing the words to the Lord’s prayer.
Stripped of most of his faculties, the man could still pray those
precious God-given petitions. A lifetime of prayer had planted
H the words even deeper than his failing consciousness.
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Do we want the Lord’s prayer to be as deeply embedded in us? If we want to be people of hope,

we should. Recall that our Lord immediately follows the prayer by saying: “Ask, and it will be MASS SCHEDULE
given to you; search, and you will find; knock, and the door will be opened to you” (Luke 11:9). Saturday

We only ask, search and knock because we hope that the request is not in vain. Everything we 5:00 PM (English)
could possibly hope for is contained in the prayer.

We should consciously pour all our hopes into the Lord’s prayer; we should allow it to be an ex-
pression of hope, not simply rote words. Then, over time, it builds up our hope in God. It sinks
deep into our souls and bodies. How blessed we are when these words of hope are on our lips,
even when everything else seems to fail. — Father John Muir

La Clinica Santa Maria de Guadalupe es la presencia mision-
era de la Iglesia entre los enfermos y los pobres de San Luis.
No negamos el acceso a nuestros servicios a ninguna persona
que se acerque a nuestras puertas, independientemente de su
capacidad econdémica. Somos el Gnico centro de atencion mé-
dica familiar y de urgencias con un radio de 30 minutos, lo
que convierte a la clinica en una parada obligada para las fa-
milias que no cuentan con transporte o no pueden pagar ser-
vicios mas costosos. También nos hemos convertido en un
centro de atencién de emergencias para una poblacion que no
puede costear facilmente la atencion médica especializada ni
acceder facilmente a los servicios de salud.

Ultimamente, la Clinica ha experimentado un aumento expo-
nencial de casos de beneficencia y emergencias, principal-
mente debido a las dificultades causadas por el deterioro de
los sistemas socioecondmicos, politicos y de seguridad.

Los fondos obtenidos de la campafa misionera se destinaran
directamente a la adquisicién de una maquina de rayos X y un
ecografo muy necesarios que nos permitiran brindar una
atencion médica mas integral, especialmente durante emer-
gencias, enfermedades agudas y embarazos.

Su generosidad durante esta campafia misionera también nos
permite continuar el ministerio de sanacion de Jesucristo entre
los més necesitados de México.

The clinics mission is to redeem human suffering, and car-

ry out Jesus’ mission of healing the sick and caring for &
those most in need. They do this by providing affordable [Skss

and compassionate access to healthcare services to the un-
derserved population of San Luis and its vicinities.

Clinica Santa Maria de Guadalupe is the Church’s mission-
ary presence among the sick and the poor in San Luis. We
do not deny access to our services to any person who
comes to our doors, regardless of their ability to pay. We
are the only family and urgent healthcare facility within a
30-minute ratio, making the clinic a necessary stop for fam-
ilies who do not have transportation or the ability to pay for
costlier services. We have also become a hub for emergen-
cies among a population who cannot easily afford special-
ized medical care and are unable to easily access healthcare
services.

Lately, the Clinica has seen an exponential increase in
charity cases and emergencies, mostly due to the hardships
caused by deteriorating socioeconomic, political, and safety
systems.

Funds obtained from the mission appeal will go directly to
acquiring a much-needed X-ray machine and also an ultra-
sound machine that will allow us to provide a more holistic
delivery of healthcare services, especially during emergen-
cies, acute illnesses, and pregnancies.

Your generosity during this mission appeal also allows to
continue to healing ministry of Jesus Christ among the
poorest of the poor in Mexico.
