Questions for Further Application of God’s Word:
GO DEEPER

Read Hebrews 2:1-4. Explain the relationship between Hebrews 1:5-14 and 2:1-4. When the author says “therefore” in 2:1, how is he connecting the two sections? What role do angels play in 1:5-14? What about 2:1-4? 

The author writes, “We must pay much closer attention to what we have heard." Explain briefly what they had heard. How does not paying attention lead to drifting? How did these first century believers drift from God’s truth? How do twenty first century believers drift from God’s truth?
The author of Hebrews says rhetorically, “How shall we escape if we neglect such a great salvation?” What does he mean by “escape”? Escape what? How is salvation neglected? Is this a reference to backslidden believers who miss out on God’s best for their lives or is this a reference to eternal condemnation? 

GET PERSONAL
Are you ever tempted to deviate from the gospel of Jesus Christ and drift towards unbelief? Do you find it difficult to hear and obey God’s Word? Are there distractions in your life that divert you from Scripture and tempt you to drift? What’s the remedy for that? 

The opposite of drifting is anchoring. What are some anchors that God has given us to help fight spiritual drift (e.g. the church, spiritual disciplines, fellowship, accountability)? How do people in your church help you fight against spiritual doubt and drift? How might God use you to help others who are struggling in this way? 

PUT IT INTO PRACTICE 

Let’s say you see a brother or sister drifting away from church and maybe even from faith in Christ. What do you do? How would God want you to minister to that person? Is it ultimately up to you or someone else in the church to rescue that person? When do you know it’s time to let them go and let God sort it out with them? 

ADVANCED QUESTION

Take a look at the places where God used “signs and wonders and various miracles” in the book of Acts (e.g. Acts 2:43; 3:1-16; 4:29-31; 5:12-16; 6:8; 8:4-7; 14:3, 8-20). What was the purpose of those signs and wonders? How did they connect to the preaching of the gospel? What is the danger of pursuing signs and wonders just for the sake of signs and wonders?
