Questions for further application of God’s Word:

GO DEEPER

Read Hebrews 2:10-13. According to 2:10, how did God bring many sons to glory? Who are the sons in this passage? What does it mean to bring them to glory? 
Read Hebrews 2:14-18. What did Jesus need to do in order to become our deliverer? What did he deliver us from? Why did Jesus have to share in human nature completely? 

How does Christ make propitiation for the sins of the people? What does the word propitiation (Greek: hilaskomai) even mean? Read the following article by R.C. Sproul to help you address this matter: https://www.ligonier.org/learn/articles/two-important-words-good-friday-expiation-and-propitiation 

GET PERSONAL
The author of Hebrews says that Jesus delivers “all those who through fear of death were subject to lifelong slavery” (2:15). Do you have a fear of death? Do most people fear death? How do people cope with this fear? Is it appropriate for Christians to be afraid of death in the way that unbelievers are afraid? How does this passage prepare Christians to handle the inevitability of death? How does Christ’s death and resurrection calm our fears about death?

The author of Hebrews says that Jesus “suffered when tempted” (2:18). Is facing temptation a necessary part of being human? Why would Jesus suffer temptation if he was fully divine? How does Jesus’s experience as someone tempted by sin help us who are tempted?  

PUT IT INTO PRACTICE 

According to Hebrews 2:10-13, Jesus isn’t just our Savior, he’s our big brother. Are you comfortable with referring to Jesus as your big brother? How is that metaphor significant for us as Christians? How could that metaphor be misused if we fail to harmonize it with other descriptions of Jesus in the NT? ADVANCED QUESTION

Read Psalm 22. How is this psalm quoted and used in Hebrews 2:10-13? Examine some of the messianic components in that psalm. Where else is Psalm 22 quoted in the NT? What is the original context of that psalm, and how do the NT authors connect that context to Christ? Utilize a study bible or a commentary to help you answer these questions.

Follow the steps above for Isaiah 8:17-18. Explore the context of Isaiah 7-9 and think through the author use of this passage in Hebrews 2:10-13. 

10 For it was fitting that he, for whom and by whom all things exist, in bringing many sons to glory, should make the founder of their salvation perfect through suffering. 11 For he who sanctifies and those who are sanctified all have one source. That is why he is not ashamed to call them brothers, 12 saying, “I will tell of your name to my brothers; in the midst of the congregation I will sing your praise.” 13 And again, “I will put my trust in him.” And again, “Behold, I and the children God has given me.”14 Since therefore the children share in flesh and blood, he himself likewise partook of the same things, that through death he might destroy the one who has the power of death, that is, the devil, 15 and deliver all those who through fear of death were subject to lifelong slavery.16 For surely it is not angels that he helps, but he helps the offspring of Abraham. 17 Therefore he had to be made like his brothers in every respect, so that he might become a merciful and faithful high priest in the service of God, to make propitiation for the sins of the people. 18 For because he himself has suffered when tempted, he is able to help those who are being tempted.
