Questions for Further Application of God’s Word:
GO DEEPER

Read Hebrews 2:5-9. The author of Hebrews says that the world to come won’t be subjected to angels. Who will it be subjected to? Who is it subjected to now? Theologians speak about the already and not-yet aspects of Christ’s rule. In what ways is Christ already ruling our world? In what ways is his rule still to come? 

How was Jesus “for a little while… made lower than the angels” (2:9)? How do we reconcile this with Hebrews 1:5-14 which describes Jesus as greater than the angels? 

How did Jesus “taste death for everyone” (2:9)? Does this mean that everyone escapes physical death in our world? Does this mean that we don’t have to die as Christians? 

GET PERSONAL
Do you think of yourself as a sinner or a “mostly good” person? Why would Jesus need to die for you? Discuss the topic of substitutionary atonement that is addressed in Hebrews 2:9 and 2 Corinthians 5:21. How is Christ’s death a substitute for your own? Why do you need your sins atoned?
