Questions for further application of God’s Word:

1. Do people still rage against the Lord and his Anointed? What evidence of rebellion against God do you see in international events? What about in the lives of your friends, family, neighbors, and coworkers? What about in your own life? What’s the remedy for rebellion?

2. What is surprising to you about the reaction of the Lord in verses 4-6? Why does the Lord laugh in verse 4? Who is he laughing at? Why is the Lord angry in verse 5? What does he say in his anger? Where is Zion and who is the King that the Lord set up there? 

3. What does it mean to kiss the Son (2:12a)? Is it the same as taking refuge in him (2:12b)? What happens to those who do not kiss the Son and who do not take refuge in him? 

4. What can we learn from this psalm about God’s sovereignty? How does knowing God is sovereign help you face life’s challenges? What does this psalm teach about the destiny of those who embrace the Son? What about those who reject him?

5. Look up the NT references to Psalm 2 (cf. Acts 4:25-28,13:33; Heb 1:5; Rev 2:27; 6:15-17; 12:5; 19:15). What do we learn about this Psalm from the NT? How could this Psalm have been used in the OT era as a coronation psalm or a royal psalm for the OT kings, the OT sons of King David? How is it fulfilled prophetically (typologically) in the NT Son of David?

Do you think Psalm 2 (along with Psalm 1) should be viewed as an introduction to the Book? What parallels are there between Psalm 1 and Psalm 2? What are the central themes of those two Psalms and how do they correspond to the rest of the Psalter?
