Spiritual Growth

Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time
February 15, 2026

“If you choose you can keep the commandments, they will save
you; if you trust in God you too shall live... Before you are life
and death, good and evil, whichever he chooses shall be given
him, immense is the wisdom of the Lord, he is mighty in power
and all seeing. The eyes of the Lord are on those who fear him,
he understands man’s every deed.”

How many choices we make every day. Many times, we are not
even aware of choosing one thing over another. We decide, period.
But there are things of value and great importance which require
thought and careful consideration. How do I know the difference?

There are life giving decisions, important family matters, the com-
mon good or well-being of others, which tell us, slow down, what
are the consequences before you make a rash move. The author
tells us to make right and deliberate choices. The phrase ‘what
would Jesus do?’ is a point well taken, or as Sirach state ‘if you
trust in God, you too shall live.” ‘Jesus I trust in you.’

First Reading: Sirach 15:15-20

This passage from Sirach gives strong, unequivocal emphasis to
free will in every person. Before each of us is set, sin or virtue, life
or death, and each of us are free to choose the one or the other.

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 2:6-10
Paul explains to the Corinthians that there are two different kinds
of wisdom — the wisdom of God and the wisdom of the world.
The wisdom of God is mysterious, but this wisdom has been re-
vealed “to those who love him” through the Spirit.

Gospel: Matthew 5:17-37

In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus tells the people he has come to
fulfill the law. He speaks strongly against murder and anger,
against adultery and lust, and against false oaths and lies. He warns
the people that unless their virtue exceeds that of the Pharisees,
they “will not enter the kingdom of God.”

“You are looking for Jesus who
was Crucified.” Matthew 28:5

Before we look for Jesus on the morning of the
Resurrection, we spend these forty days of Lent
looking for Jesus in prayer, penance, and charity.

“THE NEED TO TURN THE MIND TOWARD
THOSE REALITIES WHICH REALLY COUNT”

Lent precedes and prepares for
Easter. It is a time to hear the
Word of God, to turn away
from sin, to prepare for and
remember Baptism, to be
reconciled with God and one's
neighbor, and to make more
frequent recourse to the
"weapons of Christian pen-
ance": prayer, fasting and good
works (cf. Mt 6, 1-6. 16-18).

The Sacred Liturgy express a
mystical aspect of Lent through
its great themes or values, such
a relationship between "the
sacrament of forty days" and
"the sacraments of Christian
Initiation", and the mystery of
the "Exodus" which is always
present in the Lenten journey.
Popular piety concentrates in a
special way on the mysteries of
Christ's humanity, and during
Lent the faithful pay close
attention to the Passion and
Death of Our Lord.

In the Roman Rite, the start of
the forty days of penance is
marked with the austere
symbol of ashes which are used
in the Sacred Liturgy of Ash
Wednesday. The use of ashes is
a survival from an ancient rite

according to which converted
sinners submitted themselves
to canonical penance. The act
of putting on ashes symbolizes
fragility and mortality, and the
need to be redeemed by the
mercy of God. Far from being a
merely external act, the Church
has retained the use of ashes to
symbolize that attitude of
internal penance to which all
the Baptized are called during
Lent. The faithful who come to
receive ashes should be assist-
ed in perceiving the implicit
internal significance of this act,
which disposes them towards
conversion and renewed Easter
commitment.

Notwithstanding the seculariza-
tion of contemporary society,
the Christian faithful, during
Lent, are clearly conscious of
the need to turn the mind
towards those realities which
really count, which require
Gospel commitment and
integrity of life which, through
self-denial of those things
which are superfluous, are
translated into good works and
solidarity with the poor and
needy.

Those of the faithful who
infrequently attend the
sacraments of Penance and the
Holy Eucharist should be aware

of the long ecclesial tradition
associating the precept of
confessing grave sins and
receive Holy Communion at
least once during the Lenten
season, or preferably during
Eastertide.

There can be an effective an
fruitful interaction betwee
Sacred Liturgy and popular/
piety during the forty days of
Lent.

An example of such interaction
is to be seen in fact that
popular piety often encourages
particular observances on
certain days, or special
devotional exercises, or
apostolic or charitable works
which are foreseen and
recommended by the Lenten
Liturgy. The practice of fasting,
characteristic of the Lenten
season since antiquity, is an
"exercise" which frees the
faithful from earthly concerns
so as to discover the life that
comes from above: "Man does
not live on bread alone, but on
every word that comes from
the mouth of God" (cf. Dt 8,3;
Mt 4, 4; Lk 4,4; antiphon for the
first Sunday of Lent).

WHAT IS LENT?

Lent is a forty-day season of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving that begins on Ash Wednesday and ends at sun-

down on Holy Thursday. It is a time of preparation for celebrating the Lord’s Resurrection at Easter. During

Lent, we seek the Lord through prayer, especially by reading Sacred Scripture; we serve by giving alms; and we

Z practice self-discipline through fasting. We are called not only to abstain from luxuries during this season, but to

a true inner conversion of heart as we strive to follow Christ more faithfully. Lent also recalls the waters of Bap-

tism, through which we were baptized into Christ’s death, died to sin and evil, and began new life in Him. Many

are familiar with the tradition of abstaining from meat on Fridays during Lent, but we are also called to practice

self-discipline and fasting in other ways throughout the season. Reflecting on the meaning and origins of Lenten

fasting can help deepen our spiritual journey. Likewise, almsgiving is a way to share God’s gifts—not only through financial sup-
port, but also by offering our time and talents. As St. John Chrysostom reminds us: “Not to enable the poor to share in our goods is
to steal from them and deprive them of life. The goods we possess are not ours, but theirs” (Catechism of the Catholic Church, no.
2446). During Lent, the baptized are called to renew their baptismal promises, while others prepare to receive the Sacrament of
Baptism through the Order of Christian Initiation of Adults (OCIA), a period of prayer, learning, and discernment for those who
