Al must serve humanity not concentrate

Marking the 135th anniversary of Rerum novarum,
Pope Leo XIV releases his first encyclical, entitled “Magnifica
humanitas”: On Safeguarding the Human Person in the Time of
Artificial Intelligence. He appeals for the safeguarding of humanity,
promotion of truth, dignity of work, social justice, and peace.
Divided into five chapters, Magnifica humanitas has an underly-
ing premise: technology is not “a force antagonistic to humanity”,
nor is it “inherently evil”. However, “technology is never neutral,
because it takes on the characteristics of those who devise, finance,
regulate, and use it. Therefore, Pope Leo XIV appeals for people to
build “for the common good” and to “remain human,” following a
courageous mentality of shared responsibility and communion, so
that the world “will come to recognize the human heart as the place
where God desires to dwell” .

THE MOST HOLY BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST

Corpus Christi is Latin for “Body of Christ.” The feast day was established in
1246 by Bishop Robert de Thorte of Liege at the suggestion of St. Juliana of
Mont Carvillon. It was extended to the universal Church by Pope Urban 1V in
1264 after St. Thomas Aquinas, a Doctor of the Church, proposed a feast focused
solely on the Holy Eucharist that emphasized the joy of the Real Presence of Je-
sus. Having recognized in 1264 the authenticity of a Eucharistic miracle in Bol-
sena, the pontiff, then living in Orvieto, established the feast of Corpus Christi on
August 11, 1264, as a solemnity for the whole Roman Catholic Church. The office was composed
by St. Thomas Aquinas, and the procession was approved by Popes Martin V and Eugene 1V.
Corpus Christi is a “moveable” feast: originally observed on the Thursday after Trinity Sunday. In
1970 it was shifted to the Sunday after Trinity Sunday for U.S. dioceses and most of the world.

Saints on Corpus Christi

Here are a few inspiring quotes from saints about the Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of Christ.

St. Thomas Aquinas: “The Eucharist is the sacrament of love: it signifies love, it produces love.
The Eucharist is the consummation of the whole spiritual life.”

St. Euphrasia: “To speak of the Blessed Sacrament is to speak of what is most sacred. How of-
ten, when we are in a state of distress, those to whom we look for help leave us; or what is worse,
add to our affliction by heaping fresh troubles upon us. He is ever there, waiting to help us.”

St. John Chrysostom: “It is not the man who is responsible for the offerings as they become
Christ’s Body and Blood; it is Christ Himself who was crucified for us. The standing figure be-
longs to the priest who speaks these words. The power and the grace belong to God. ‘This is My
Body,” he says. And these words transform the offerings.”

St. Maximilian Kolbe: “If angels could be jealous of men, they would be so for one reason: Holy
Communion.”

St. Pio of Pietrelcina: “A thousand years of enjoying human glory is not worth even an hour
spent sweetly communing with Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament.”

St. Angela of Foligno: “If we paused for a moment to consider attentively what takes place in this
sacrament, | am sure that the thought of Christ’s love for us would transform the coldness of our
hearts into a fire of love and gratitude.”

St. Augustine: “What you see is the bread and the chalice; that is what your own eyes report to
you. But what your faith obliges you to accept is that the bread is the Body of Christ, and the chal-
ice is the Blood of Christ. This has been said very briefly, which may perhaps be sufficient for
faith; yet faith does not desire instruction.”

The Solemnity of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus

The Solemnity of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus — also the World Day of Prayer
for the Sanctification of Priests — is celebrated on the Friday after the Solemnity of
Corpus Christi. This suggests to us that the Eucharist (Corpus Christi) is none other
than the Heart of Jesus himself, of the One who “takes care of us” with his “heart”.
Pope Pius [X made it an obligatory feast throughout the universal Church in 1856.
In 1995, Saint John Paul Il instituted the World Day of Prayer for the Sanctification
Y of Priests on this same day so that the priesthood might be protected in the hands of
Jesus, rather in his heart, so it could be open to everyone.
At that time Jesus said in reply, “I give praise to you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, for although you have
hidden these things from the wise and the learned you have revealed them to the childlike. Yes, Father, such has
been your gracious will. All things have been handed over to me by my Father. No one knows the Son except the
Father, and no one knows the Father except the Son and anyone to whom the Son wishes to reveal him. Come to
me, all you who labor and are burdened, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for [
am meek and humble of heart; and you will find rest for yourselves. For my yoke is easy, and my burden
light.” (Mt.11:25-30)

The childlike in the Gospel

The liturgy presents one of Jesus’s rare prayers when he “blesses” his Father in heaven. He publicly recognizes
how much his Father has done and is doing toward the “childlike”, rather than to the wise and the learned. The
content of what has been revealed is contained in the expression, “you have hidden these things”. From what can
be gleaned from the preceding verses, “these things” are Jesus’s own understanding which was opposed by
the “wise and the learned”. On the other hand, the “childlike” could be the “poor” to whom he proclaimed the
Gospel, as well as the “lowly ones”, or those who listened to and welcomed his Word. A key to understanding
the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus is understandable only to the extent that one becomes “lowly”, “humble”.

My yoke is easy

A yoke is a device used to harness animals. It is placed around the necks of one or more draught animals, subdu-
ing them, attaching them to a vehicle or machine which is maneuvered by an operator. Using this experience
drawn from agricultural life, Jesus invites the “childlike” to trust in him who guarantees rest, peace, liberation
because his yoke is not oppressive. Jesus does not overburden those who drawn near to him. He does not oppress
them by making them bear burdens that the rabbis of his time would not even use a finger to help them lift. Jesus,
humble and pure of heart, is the One who does what he says, the One who accepts the will of the Father and per-
sonally lives it, and helps the “childlike” carry out that will as well. This is why Jesus’s yoke is easy, not because
it is “watered down”, but because he removed the legalistic encrustations and restored God’s law to its origins,
revealing that God is merciful love. His love is everlasting, Psalm 136 reminds us.

The Heart

When we hear the word “heart”, we think above all about affections, emotions, sentiments. It has a much broader
meaning in biblical language. It indicates the entire person in his or her awareness, intelligence, freedom. The
heart indicates the interior reality of the person, as well as our desire to think. It is the seat of memory, the centre
where choices are made, projects come to fruition. Through his open side, Jesus shows us and says to us: “I am
interested in you”, “I take your life to heart”. Likewise, he says: “Do this in memory of me” ... take care of others
with your heart. In other words, have the same sentiments as [ do, make the same decisions I do, knowing how to
be “meek and humble of heart’.
