Spiritual Growth

Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
July 20, 2025

“‘Now that you have come this close to your servant, let me
bring you a little food, that you may refresh yourselves, and
afterward you may go on your way’. ... The Lord said to Mar-
tha in reply, ‘Martha, Martha, you are anxious and worried
about many things. There is need of only one thing. Mary has
chosen the better part and it will not be taken from her.’”

The word of God focuses on the great gift of hospitality. We put it
into practice when we welcome someone into the circle of our
lives. Abraham was blessed, Martha gave of herself and

we combine their action with the reflection offered to Mary. The
Lord was present to all three.

I ask myself what is the one important thing I am lacking. May 1
be like Martha serving the Lord and others, and like Mary bring-
ing others to Him, listening to Him speak.

First Reading: Genesis 18:1-10a

The Lord appeared to Abraham, who saw three men standing near
his tent. Sensing they were messengers, he hurriedly brought them
food and water to refresh themselves. Upon leaving, the men told
him that they would visit in a year, at which time his childless
wife Sarah would have a son.

Second Reading: Colossians 1:24-28

Paul discusses the suffering Christ endured for his Church. He
describes his willingness to also endure suffering in Jesus' name.
Paul hopes that through his sacrifices, many people will become
complete in Jesus.

Gospel: Luke 10:38-42

Jesus was welcomed into the home of a woman named Martha.
She complained to Jesus that her sister Mary sat listening to him
instead of helping with the tasks of entertaining. Jesus told Martha
that her sister had chosen the more important task, and should be
allowed to listen.

" SAINT MARY MAGDALENE

St. Mary Magdalene is one of the
greatest saints of the Bible and a
legendary example of God's mercy
and grace. The precise dates of her
birth and death are unknown, but we
do know she was present with Christ during his public ministry, death
and resurrection. She is mentioned at least a dozen times in the Gospels.

"M

Mary Magdalene has long been regarded as a prostitute or sexually im-
moral in western Christianity, but this is not supported in the scriptures. It
is believed she was a Jewish woman who lived among Gentiles, living as
they did.

The Gospels agree that Mary was originally a great sinner. Jesus cast
seven demons out of her when he met her. After this, she told several
women she associated with and these women also became followers.
There is also debate over if Mary Magdalene is the same unnamed wom-
en, a sinner, who weeps and washes Jesus' feet with her hair in the Gos-
pel of John. Scholars are skeptical this is the same person.

Despite the scholarly dispute over her background, what she did in her
subsequent life, after meeting Jesus, is much more significant. She was
certainly a sinner whom Jesus saved, giving us an example of how no
person is beyond the saving grace of God.

During Jesus' ministry, it is believed that Mary Magdalene followed him,
part of a semi-permanent entourage who served Jesus and his Disciples.
Mary likely watched the crucifixion from a distance along with the other
women who followed Christ during His ministry. Mary was present when
Christ rose from the dead, visiting his tomb to anoint his body only to
find the stone rolled away and Christ, very much alive, sitting at the place
they laid Him. She was the first witness to His resurrection.

After the death of Christ, a legend states that she remained among the
early Christians. After fourteen years, she was allegedly put into a boat
by Jews, along with several other saints of the early Church, and set adrift
without sails or oars. The boat landed in southern France, where she
spent the remaining years of her life living in solitude, in a cave.

St. Mary Magdalene's feast day is July 22. She is the patroness of con-
verts, repentant sinners, sexual temptation, pharmacists, tanners and
women, and many other places and causes.
