Spiritual Growth

Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
July 27, 2025

“Jesus was praying in a certain place, and when he had fin-
ished, one of the disciples said to him, ‘Lord, teach us to pray
just as John taught his disciples.” He said to them, ‘When you
pray say:...Our Father...””

How frequently we spy Jesus alone, in a deserted place praying, in
communion with His Father. The disciple asked that He teach
them, already familiar with the call of John to repentance. Jesus
offered what He also teaches us, a prayer of praise, of gratitude, of
repentance and petition. This formula we report constantly.

There are prayers too, which go beyond words, known as mental
prayer, contemplation, or a very common prayer practice taken
from the scripture where a biblical passage becomes the source of
meditation. Perhaps the easiest way to pray as a disciple is to re-
member, our prayer is our intimate conversation with the closest
friend I have. I speak; I listen!

First Reading: Genesis 18:20-32

Abraham pleads with the Lord, who planned to destroy Sodom
and Gomorrah because of the evil and sin in those cities. Abraham
asks him if he would spare the city if fifty, forty, thirty, twenty or
even only ten innocent people were found there. God says that he
would spare the cities even for the sake of only ten.

Second Reading: Colossians 2:12-14

Paul explains to the Colossians that through baptism, they are
raised to life with Christ because they believed in the power of the
God who raised him from the dead. Even though they once lived
in sin, their sins have been pardoned through Jesus.

Gospel: Luke 11:1-13

Jesus' disciples asked him how they should pray. He gave them
some phrases similar to those now used in the Lord's prayer. Jesus
also reminds the disciples how even men with sins are able to give
good things to their children, and explains how much more the
heavenly Father wants to give to us.

Saint Joachim and Anne,
Parents of the Blessed Virgin Mary

In the Scriptures, Matthew and Luke furnish a legal family history of
Jesus, tracing ancestry to show that Jesus is the culmination of great
promises. Not only is his mother’s family neglected, we also know noth-
ing factual about them except that they existed. Even the names
“Joachim” and “Anne” come from a legendary source written more than
a century after Jesus died.

The heroism and holiness of these people however, is inferred from the
whole family atmosphere around Mary in the Scriptures. Whether we rely
on the legends about Mary’s childhood or make guesses from the infor-
mation in the Bible, we see in her a fulfillment of many generations of
prayerful persons, herself steeped in the religious traditions of her people.

The strong character of Mary in making decisions, her continuous prac-
tice of prayer, her devotion to the laws of her faith, her steadiness at
moments of crisis, and her devotion to her relatives—all indicate a close-
knit, loving family that looked forward to the next generation even while
retaining the best of the past.

Joachim and Anne—whether these are their real names or not—represent
that entire quiet series of generations who faithfully perform their duties,
practice their faith, and establish an atmosphere for the coming of the

Messiah, but remain obscure.

Reflection

This is the “feast of grandparents.” It reminds grandparents of their re-
sponsibility to establish a tone for generations to come: They must make
the traditions live and offer them as a promise to little children. But the
feast has a message for the younger generation as well. It reminds the
young that older people’s greater perspective, depth of experience, and
appreciation of life’s profound rhythms are all part of a wisdom not to be
taken lightly or ignored.
