Meet Our New Deacon
Carl Albright

1. Can you share a little about your background and where you grew up?

Lancaster is the earliest home I remember. I attended St. Anne School from 1976 to 1984, and then Lancaster
Catholic High until graduation in 1988. My favorite thing to do as a boy was to ride my bicycle and explore new
places. In high school I participated on the wrestling team.

2. Can you tell us a bit about your family?
My wife Chrissy and I have been blessed with three sons, who are now all grown into young men: Sonny, Neal, and

3. What inspired you to answer the call to the diaconate?

When I can find Jesus in a person who is suffering, I know that I am doing my job as a dea-
con. And when I am suffering myself through whatever the day brings, I know that Christ is right there with me.

6. What are you most looking forward to in serving our parish community?
I love that our parish serves persons of Vietnamese and European backgrounds. I very much look forward to getting to
know as many of the people who make up our parish community as I can.

7. What roles or ministries do you feel most called to support (e.g., liturgy, outreach, teaching, youth, visit-
ing the sick)?

In my previous parish assignment, [ visited nursing homes and worked with mental health ministry. In my work life, I
have been a teacher, and I now work in public transit. I am very open to new possibilities, and I feel most called to help
with any ministry that Father points me toward.

8. What do you enjoy doing in your free time or as hobbies?

I very much enjoy being out in the beauty of God’s creation, especially when I am running or hiking, even more espe-
cially when I am with my family.

9. What is one thing you hope parishioners will know about you as you begin your ministry here?
I am eager to learn all that I can do to help our parish shine a little brighter each day as a beacon of faith, hope, and
love.

10. How can our parish best support you in your service as a deacon?
So many great things are already happening in our parish. I will be happy to learn of ways that I can serve, and ways
that we can encourage one another in service, as we help each other get to heaven.
