FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT
March 15, 2026

“But the Lord said to Samuel, ‘Do not judge from his ap-
pearance or from his lofty stature, because I have reject-
ed him. Not as man sees does God see, because man sees
the appearance, but the Lord looks into the heart...’
Then Samuel, with the horn of oil in his hand, anointed
David in the presence of his brothers, and from that day
on, the spirit of the Lord rushed upon David.”

How refreshing as we read of God selecting David to lead
the people of Israel. He would be their king, composed many
of the psalms, it was from his clan that Joseph was to be the
foster father of our Savior.

During our Lenten journey, let’s become more aware of the
scripture words, that God does not judge us from appearanc-
es, our practice of prayer, sacrifice and good works. How
essential they are, but we were told the Lord is looking into
our hearts. It is not appearances but the motive of our actions
that makes the difference.

‘Lord Jesus Christ, have mercy on me a sinner.’

First Reading: 1 Samuel 16:1b, 6-7, 10-13a

In seeking a King for the Israelites, Samuel traveled to Jesse
of Bethlehem, who had seven sons. Commanded by God to
ignore the elder sons, Samuel anointed the youngest, David.

Second Reading: Ephesians 5:8-14

Paul exhorts the Ephesians to live as “children of light” in
goodness and truth and to avoid evil deeds “done in dark-
ness.”

Gospel: John 9:1-41

Jesus performs the miracle of giving sight to the man born
blind. Because Jesus performed this miracle on the Sabbath,
the Pharisees called him a “sinner,” but the blind man said,
“He is a prophet.” Jesus later reveals to the blind man that He
is the Son of Man.

St. Joseph - The Just Man

In his Gospel, Matthew describes St Joseph as "just". Mary’s future hus-
band, faced with the inexplicable pregnancy of his fiancé, does not consid-
er his wounded pride or dignity. Instead, his first thought is to save her
from popular animosity or, worse still, from the stoning to which she risks
| being condemned. He does not want to repudiate her publicly but intends
divorcing her informally and in secret. It’s precisely at that moment of un-
s derstandable anguish and suffering that the love of God comes, in the
shape of an Angel, to encourage him. The Angel inspires Joseph to make
the right choice, which is always to overcome fear. These are the words of
the Angel: "Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife, because she has
conceived what is in her by the Holy Spirit. She will give birth to a son and you must name Him Je-
sus".

The Obedient Man

An Angel accompanies St Joseph in the most difficult moments of his life, and his response to the
words of the heavenly messenger is always that of trusting obedience. Joseph takes Mary as his bride
and when, after the birth of Jesus, the Angel returns to warn him that Herod wants to kill the Child,
he escapes with his family to Egypt, a foreign country, where he has to get a new job and start all
over again. We know that he worked as a craftsman because, when the skeptical inhabitants of Naza-
reth query Jesus’ origins, they ask: "Is this not the carpenter's son?". When the Angel appears to him
again to tell him that Herod has died and he should return to the land of Israel, Joseph takes his wife
and son and seeks refuge in the town of Nazareth, in Galilee, simply because the Angel tells him to.

The Foster Father

Joseph certainly loved Jesus with all the tenderness that a father feels for his own son. Moreover, he
protected and educated this mysterious and wise child who was entrusted to his care. Educating Jesus
must have been an immensely challenging task: imagine telling the Son of God what is right and
what is not. Protecting Him must have been equally difficult. After searching for Him anxiously for
three days (while Jesus remained behind in the Temple discussing with the Doctors of the Law), Jo-
seph had to hear a twelve-year old boy tell him: "Did you not know that I must be busy with my Fa-
ther’s affairs?”. Perhaps Joseph felt like every other Father who, sooner or later, has to accept the
fact that his child really does not belong to him — but to God alone, who holds that child’s destiny in
His hands.

Protector of the Dying

Joseph does not appear in any of the four Gospels that recount the public life of Jesus, nor at His cru-
cifixion on Calvary, nor at the Resurrection. It is fair to presume, therefore, that he died before Jesus
began his preaching. According to tradition, Joseph died with Mary and Jesus by his side — which is
why he is also invoked as the Protector of the Dying. It is the wish of every one of us to leave our
earthly home in the company of Jesus and His Mother.

Trai la1 diéu dau tién ngai nghi dén 1a lam
sao dé ctru Dlrc Maria khoi su chong (101 cua dan chang, hodc t€ hon nira la
khoi 4n ném da ma Me c6 thé phai chiu. Ngai khong mudn cong khai tu
hon vé1 Mg, nhung dy dinh am thAm bé Me cach kin d4o. Chinh trong luc
dau khé va 10 ling de hiéu 4 ay, tinh yéu cua Thién Chua da den vOi ngai qua
h1nh anh mot Thlen Than dé khich 1€. Thién Than giup Thanh Giuse chon diéu dang dan, d6 1a Judn
vuot qua ndi so hii. Thién Than noi véi ngal “Hoi Giuse, con chau Davit, dung so don Maria vé lam
vo, Vi nguwoi con ba cuwu mang la do quyén nang Chiia Thanh Than. Ba sé sinh mot con trai va éng phdi
dat tén cho con tre la Giésu.”

Nguwoi Vang Phuc

Thién Than luén déng hanh v6i Thanh Giuse trong nhing thoi khic kho khin nhét ciia cudc doi, va cau
tra 161 cua ngai trude 101 st gia tur troi ludn la sy vang phuc day tin tu:ong Thanh Giuse don Du’c Maria
lam vg, va sau khi Chua Giésu sinh ra, Thién Than lai dén bao cho nga1 biét rang vua Hérédé mudn giét
Hai Nhi. Ngai 1ap tiec dem gia dinh tron sang Ai Cap, mot dat nudc xa la, noi ngai phai tim viéc lam
moi va bit dau lai tur dau. Chung ta biét rang ngai lam nghe tho moc, vi khi nhitng ngucn ¢ Nadarét
nghi ngo nguon gbc ciia Chua Giésu, ho da hot: “Ong nay chang phal la con bac thg moc sao?”. Khi
Thién Than lai hién ra va bao rang Hérode da chét va ngai co thé tro vé dét Israel, Thanh Giuse lién dua
vo con trd vé va dén cu ngy tai thi tran Nadarét, mién Galilé, don gian vi Thién Than da bao nhu vay.

Ngwoi Cha Nudi

Chéc chian Thanh Giuse di yéu thu:orng Chutia Giésu véi tat ca su diu dang ma mot nguoi cha danh cho
con minh. Hon nita, nga1 con bao v¢ va giao duc dua tré ky di€u va khon ngoan da dugc trao pho cho
ngai cham soc. Viéc giao dyc Chua Giésu han la mot nhiém vu v6 cung khé khan: hdy tuong twong
phai day Con Thién Chta dleu gila dung, diéu g1 la sai. Viéc bao v€ Nguoi ciing khong kem phan kho
khan. Sau khi lo lang tim kiém Nguoi sudt ba ngay (khi Chta Giésu ¢ lai trong Pén Tho dé trao doi VOl
cac Tién si Luat) Thanh Giuse phai nghe mot cau bé muoi hai tudi noéi vdi minh: “Cha me khong biét
la con phal lo viéc cua Cha con sao?”. Co I€ Thanh Giuse cling cdm nhan nhu moi nguoi cha khac: s6m
hay mudn, pha1 chap nhan rang con minh thyc ra khéng thudc vé minh, nhung thudc vé Thién Chua,
Dang nam gilr van ménh cua con tré trong tay.

Pang Bio Tro Nguoi LAm Chung

Thanh Giuse khong xuét hién trong bon Tin Mimg ké lai doi song cong khai cia Chua Giésu, cung
khong c6 mat dudi chan thap gia trén doi Canve, hay trong bién ¢6 Phyc Sinh. Vi the nguoi ta ¢ thé
cho rang ngai da qua doi trude khi Chia Glesu bt dau sit vu rao glang Theo truyen thong, Théanh
Giuse qua doi trong su hi¢n dién cua Dirc Maria va Chia Gi€su — vi vy nga1 cting dugc cau khan nhu
Dang Bé4o Tro nhiing ngu:m 1am chung. Mdi ngudi chung ta déu mong ude roi khoi cude séng tran thé
nay trong su hién dién ctia Chua Giésu va Me¢ Nguoi.
