Saint Ane Le Thi Thanh (1781-1841)
Vietnamese Martyr Saints

Saint Ane Le Thi Thanh, a Vietnamese Catholic woman, sacrificed her life to
protect the faith and love. Pope Pius X beatified her on May 2nd, 1909 and
Pope John Paul II canonized her as a Saint on June 19th, 1988.

Here are some facts about her:

8 . The mother of six children

e The first female saint of Vietnam

o Her feast day 1s July 12

Her Life Story

Born in 1789, L€ Thi Thanh (mother De) grew up under an oppressive, anti-Catholic regime in Vi-
etnam. In secret, Lé smuggled priests to minister to the faithful. Sadly, officials caught, impris-
oned, and then beat Lé severely. A witness said: "Ms. Agnes has been beaten so brutally that her
body was full of blood. Yet she is still happy and still want to endure more". When her youngest
daughter visited and saw crimson-stained clothes, Lé said, “Do not cry. These are my red roses of
courage... I am thankful for Our Lady’s grace... I am suffering in the name of Jesus.” Her own
husband also urged her to reconsider of their children. She replied: "I entrust the children to you,

trust in God. As for me, I will trust and follow Jesus to the end ...."

The Church recognizes this incredible witness for her faith, as St. L€ is the only non-religious fe-

male of the 118 Vietnames Martyrs celebrated today, a number representing upwards of 300,000.

Like L& Thi Thanh, how might we be called to give thanks for grace and give witness for our faith

in Jesus’ name?
