Thirty-Second Sunday in Ordinary Time
The Dedication of the Lateran Basilica
November 9, 2025

“You are God’s building. According to the grace of God given
to me, like a wise master builder I laid a foundation, and anoth-
er is building upon it. But each one must be careful how he
builds upon it, for no one can lay a foundation other than the
one that is there, namely Jesus Christ...Do you not know that
you are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwells in
you?”

We move from recalling a major basilica in Rome, and use St.
Paul’s image, to look at our own Christian lives. Through baptism a
foundation was laid, a seed was planted, and growth has taken
place. How important to appreciate the apostle telling me I am a
dwelling place of God and I ask that I can recognize that others,
made in His image and likeness, reveal His presence as well.

First Reading: Ezekiel 47:1-2, 8-9, 12

This reading from the Prophet Ezekiel tells of the streaming, heal-
ing waters that flow from the temple. These waters restore life to
the river’s inhabitants as well as the fruit bearing trees along its
banks. It is believed that the water signifies blessings, whereas the
lack of signifies trouble, hardship.

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 3:9¢-11, 16-17

Paul compares us to a building whose foundation has been laid by
Jesus. As the people of God, we can only be solid if we are ground-
ed in Christ.

Gospel: John 2:13-22

Near the time of Passover, Jesus went up to Jerusalem and saw the
temple had become a marketplace. He became angry and proceed-
ed to drive out the vendors and livestock. Jesus spoke of destroying
the temple and rebuilding it in three days. The Jews did not know
Jesus was speaking of his body, but when his resurrection from the
dead came to pass, his disciples remembered what Jesus had said
and came to believe the Scripture and the word Jesus had spoken.

The Basilica of St. John Lateran

It 1s the oldest of the four basilicas in Rome. The Lateran Basilica has always been the center of Christian life; the
residence of the Popes and the cathedral of Rome. It is called “Mother of churches”.

History

October 28, 312, Constantine (306-337) defeated Massenzio (306-312) at the Milvian Bridge, and entered Rome in
triumph. Today, we can still see the Arch of Constantine next to the Colosseum to commemorate it.

Around 313-318, Emperor Constantine ordered the construction of the Basilica.
In 334, the Basilica was consecrated by Pope Silvestro I.

This Basilica was the first basilica of the Bishop of Rome, and also the Cathedral of the Diocese of Rome. This ba-
silica was called “Mater et Caput”, the Mother and Head of all other churches in the world. It symbolized the
Church itself.

The present basilica is named after John Lateran by Pope Lucius in 1144. Pope Innocent X (1644-1655) commis-
sioned the architect Francesco Borromini to completely renovate the Basilica. In 1885, Pope Leo XIII ordered the
repair of the apse of the Basilica.

Pope Innocent III (1198-1216) approved the rule of Saint Francis of Assisi in this Basilica. In 1300, the first Holy
Year of the Church was celebrated here.

In 1962, Pope John XXIII wanted to move the Vicariate of Rome to Laterano and place the administrative center of
the Diocese of Rome in this Vicariate.

Architecture

The architect Alessandro Galilei designed this facade in 1735 at the request of Pope Clement XII. It is all made of
marble. Above the central atrium is a statue of Christ the Redeemer, flanked by statues of John the Baptist holding
the Cross and John the Apostle holding the chalice. On either side are 12 saints, each 7 meters high, symbolizing
the unity of the teachings of the Christian Church. There are 15 statues in total. The four saints of the Eastern
Church are: Gregory Nazianzeno, Basil, John Chrysostom, and Anataseius. The four saints of the Western Church
are Ambrose, Augustine, Jerome, and Hilary.

The facade is inscribed with the words: “Sacrosancta Lateranensis ecclesia omnium uthis et othis ecclesiarum ma-
ter et caput”. Mother and Head of all churches in Rome and in the world.

In the middle of the facade of the Basilica, there is the main balcony, where the Popes often give their blessings to
the people during the Holy Year. It was also here that Cardinal Gaspani, in the name of Pope Pius XI, signed the
Lateran Treaty with Italy, establishing the Vatican State in 1929, re-establishing the legal and territorial independ-
ence of the Holy See. From that moment on, the Pope solemnly accepted this Basilica as his Cathedral, in his ca-
pacity as Bishop of Rome.

In the main chamber of the Basilica, there are 30 yellow marble columns, on both sides are statues of the 12 Apos-
tles (about 6 meters high) carved by Pope Clemente IX (1700-1721). Above are reliefs depicting the stories of the
Old and New Testaments.

The magnificent wooden ceiling of the Basilica was started by the architect Pirri Ligorio under the orders of Pope
Pius IV (1559-1565). This work was completed under Pope Pius V (1566-1572). Near the entrance wall is the coat
of arms of Pope Pius VI (1775-1799), who restored the ceiling of the Basilica. (to be continued on next page)




Architecture (continued)

The mosaics in the apse of the Basilica were made by two artists, Jacopo Torriti and Jacopo da Camerino, from
1288 to 1294, with the theme of praising the Cross. On the clouds is Christ the Savior, surrounded by angels. In
the middle is a cross with a dove on it. The cross is on a hill overlooking the heavenly Jerusalem from which four
rivers flow down, representing the four Gospels, quenching the thirst of the deer and sheep, symbolizing the peo-
ple of God. On the left are the kneeling Virgin Mary and Pope Nicholas IV, and Saints Peter and Paul. On the
right are Saints John and Andrew. Two small figures, Francis of Assisi on the left and Anthony of Padua on the
right, were added by order of Pope Nicholas I'V.

In the transept of the Basilica, near the right door, there is a great organ with 2,000 pipes, one of the most im-
portant in Italy, supported by two large columns of yellow marble decorated with gilded wood. Designed by the
architect Luca Blasi in 1599.

There are many tombs in this Basilica, especially those of Cardinals Rasponi (1670), Casati (1287), Antoni del
Portogallo... Popes Sergio IV (1012), Alexandro III.

The Papal Altar is at the center of the Basilica, redesigned in 1851. On the altar there is a Gothic canopy, decorat-
ed with frescoes from the 13th century. The present altar includes the old wooden altar used by the first 33 Popes,
from St. Peter to St. Silvestro (1st to 4th century).

The lower part of the altar was designed in the 9th century, below which is the tomb of Pope Martino V Colouna
(1484-1492)

Baptismal Font

In the area to the right of the Basilica, behind the Curate, there is a baptismal font. This font dates back to the time
of Emperor Constantine. The octagonal baptismal font later became the model for baptismal fonts throughout the
Christian world. It was restored in 1637 under Pope Urban VIIL

The Obelisk

This is the tallest and oldest obelisk in Rome, measuring 47 meters including the pedestal (32 meters without the
pedestal). The obelisk is made of red Egyptian marble from the 14th century BC, and was brought from Thebes in
Egypt (at the temple of Ammoni) to Rome in the 4th century, by order of Emperor Constantine II on a special
ship to transport it to Rome. It is located in the Circo Massimo at the foot of the Palatine Palace. This makes the
obelisk 3,500 years old.

The Area next to the Basilica

In front of the Basilica there is a monument with a statue of Saint Francis of Assisi, recalling the story of how in

1210, the saint and his companions went to the Lateran to ask Pope Innocent III to approve their rule.
