6. Whoever shall recite the rosary devoutly, applying himself to the consideration of its sacred mys-
teries shall never by conquered by misfortune. God will not chastise him in His justice, he shall not
perish by an unprovided death; if he be just he shall remain in the grace of God, and become wor-
thy of eternal life.
