Buena Vista County Fair King Rules  

and Regulations  
 

 
 

1.  Each contestant must be at least 16 years of age and no more than 21 years 

of age on the first day of the Iowa State Fair (August 13, 2026) 

 

2.  Contestants must never have been married or have had children 

 

3.  A county fair king must reside in the county he represents or an adjoining 

county if the majority of his activities are in the county he represents 

 

4.  Any previous royalty of the fair may not compete again 

 

5. Previous King winners are not eligible to compete again.  

 

6.  Royalty will be selected by judges by consideration of personality, 

leadership, and poise.  

 

7. Contestants and royalty are expected to attend all events handed out by 

royalty coordinators.  

  

8. Royalty must serve as a role model for youth and community members.  

 

9. Any current candidate or current royalty caught using drugs or 
participating in underage drinking will be eliminated from the competition 
or forfeit any title won. 

 
10. If the winner cannot reign or fulfill his duties until a new king is crowned, 

he must forfeit his title and all awards associated with it to the first runner 
up.
