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	STEM-Science Experiment: Building a Bridge

	What you will need-
-Playdough

-A variety of raw pasta shapes such as rigatoni, penne, fusilli, spaghetti

-A toy train
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	Directions
Pasta and Playdough bridges

1.Explain the train is unable to pass because the bridge has fallen down

2. Can they help by building a new bridge?

3. They can only use the pasta and playdough that you have left out for them

4. Encourage them to experiment with different ways of building a bridge

	Recipe- Autumn Leaf Biscuits


	What you will need-
-112g unsalted butter (room temperature)
-1 tsp vanilla extract 1 egg

-280g plain flour 100g caster sugar 3/4 tsp -salt

-Yellow, red, green and orange food colouring

Equipment
-Two mixing bowls Wooden spoon

-Electric mixer (optional) Cling film

-Rolling pin
-Leaf cookie cutters/ knife (optional)

-Baking sheet, greased and lined
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	Directions
1.Preheat the oven to 160ºC/325ºF.
2.Place the butter in a bowl and beat until fluffy.
-Separate the egg yolk and add to the bowl along with the sugar and vanilla extract. Bear for another two minutes.

3.In a separate bowl, mix the flour and salt together and add to the butter mixture.

4.Bring the mixture together into a ball using your hands, then divide into four smaller dough balls.

5.Use the food colouring to dye each dough ball a different colour (orange, green, yellow and red).

6.Flatten the dough balls into discs and pile them on top of each other. Then, carefully slice the pile in half and roll into two balls so that the colours swirl together.

7.Wrap the balls in cling film and put them in the fridge for one hour to chill.

8.Roll the dough out on a floured surface until it is about half a centimetre thick. Then, using your cutters/knife, cut out leaf shapes and place them on a greased and lined baking tray.

9.Make leaf ‘veins’ in the biscuits using a knife. Then, place the tray in the fridge for 30 minutes until firm.

10.Bake the biscuits in the oven for 15 minutes.
11.Allow your biscuits to cool and enjoy!

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	Forest School Activity-Nature Stamping

	What you will need:
-Collection of autumn nuts, seeds and seed cases that have fallen from the trees

-Clay, modelling dough or salt dough
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	Directions

1.Go on an Autumn Walk, ask if they can see any signs of Autumn.

2.Look up into the branches of trees. Can they spot any seeds, nuts or fruits on the branches?
3.Encourage them to explore the environment. Have any of these nuts or seeds fallen to the ground? Why do they think this happens? What might happen to the nuts and seeds now that they’re on the ground?

4.Collect a selection of autumn treasures, such as conkers, acorns and sycamore seeds. Take care handling these as some can be prickly.

5.Look at them and sort them, feel them, smell them. Do they make a noise? What do they feel like?

6.Using clay, modelling dough or salt dough, investigate the items further. Press your autumn treasures gently into the clay. Can you roll it? Press it? Stamp it? What do you notice? Can you make different patterns or shapes?
