Summer Art Assignments
for Studio Art Honors Students of 2025-26

You will need:

Tracing paper 9” x 12"

Drawing paper 9” x 12”

Drawing graphite pencils

Colored drawing pencils

Paper or canvas 11” x 14” or larger

Color medium(s) of your choice for assignment #3

THREE ASSIGNMENTS
- Read All Directions -

1. Self Portrait (Medium: Graphite) 100 pts.
Have someone take a photo of you doing a hobby, reading a book, watching a movie, creating artwork,
dancing etc. Set up a light near you and make sure that the photo is of you in front or % profile. Take the
photo and print it out in black and white. Next, draw yourself realistically and include objects around you
using a contour line on a piece of tracing paper. When the drawing is done, LIGHTLY transfer your drawing
to a piece of white 9 x 12” paper. Next, take your graphite pencils, a blending stump and/or tortillion and
shade yourself 3 dimensionally based on the values in the photo. In addition, blend out the contour lines as
this should be a shaded drawing with highlights (white), light grey, middle grey, dark grey and shadows. Your
drawing should have a full range of values; make sure to draw and shade the background details as well.
Include the black and white photo with your drawing when you hand it in during the first week of class.

2. Tools of the Trade - Monochromatic Still Life (Medium - colored pencil) 100 pts.

Select a variety of items (4 or more) that belong to a trade (artist, chef, make-up artist, doctor etc). Arrange
the objects closely in different areas of the picture plane (foreground, middle ground and background).

Put a light source near the still life and take a photo. Try to find an interesting point of view and make sure
to print out the photo as you will turn this in with your finished drawing. Next, draw a contour drawing of
the still life on a piece of tracing paper; make sure to add in a table top. Then select two different colored
pencils (same hue), a white pencil and black. Take the lightest color pencil and transfer drawing to white 9”
X 12” paper. Do not use graphite to transfer the drawing to white paper. Make sure to shade the tabletop
and the wall.

For example, you selected two light and middle values of pink pencils. White paper is the highlight, light
pink is the lightest value, middle value/pink is the light pink and dark pink mixed together. Next, use heavy
pressure to get the darkest value of pink. Next, lightly lay down black colored pencil on top of the dark
pink to get the darkest value. Include cast shadows.
