
24/7 Dance Studio’s 24th Annual Recitals 2026 

Only Pre Dance 2, Combo, Mini Movers & Mini Musical Theater will rehearse prior to their show. All
dancers and one parent will come through the front entrance of the Weinberg Center. 1 parent will be
permitted to escort their dancer into the auditorium for rehearsal & must be present to check in their dancer
immediately after with staff. Please arrive 15 minutes before your rehearsal time in full costume and make-
up. Rehearsals are 1.5 hours before the Children’s show.

Children in Creative Movement, Intro to Dance, and Pre Dance 1 will NOT need to rehearse and will arrive 
1 hour before the show time to check in.

There will be no dance classes held during this week,
only gymnastics classes. 

Please come dressed in your costume with hair and
makeup done 15 minutes prior to your photo time. 
The day and time of your photos can be found on
your Costume Label. 

The Order Form will be emailed and available at the
studio in March. Photo Order Forms must be filled 
out PRIOR TO PHOTO DAY. You will need to fill
out 1 ORDER FORM PER CLASS, and should
include the SONG NAME. Please provide a payment
for EACH form and note the dancer/song name on
each payment. 

On photo day, parents will wait in the assigned Photo
Area with their dancer. The class will be called to go
with a staff member to the photo room for photos. 

Please send your dancer and their order form together.
 
No parents are allowed in the photo room.

Once the photo has been taken, the students will
rehearse their dance, and the class will work out
potential costume issues. The parent will meet their
dancer in this room and enjoy watching the rehearsal.
Once the dancer is done rehearsing, you are free to go.
 
Photos should be available for pickup by recitals. 
Order Forms turned in after 4/2/26 will accrue a late
fee, AND pictures will not be available before recitals.

Dress Rehearsals for Children’s Shows 

Dress Rehearsals for Recitals A, B, C & D 
Recitals A, B, C & D Dress Rehearsals only ENTER
the Weinberg through the REAR ENTRANCE. You
will be instructed on how to get to the auditorium
and where to sit. The Parent Section is the center
seating area of the auditorium. Dancers will sit with
their classmates in a designated row.

Only 1 parent/guardian per dancer/family at rehearsal
for your allotted time slot; siblings will not be
permitted in the auditorium. If a sibling must be
present, an adult will need to stay with them in the
hallway backstage. Please make arrangements and
remember this is a working rehearsal.

Dressing room space is extremely limited at the
Weinberg, so COME IN FULL COSTUME and
make-up for rehearsal (we also take professional
photos). If you have costume changes, the Green Room
will be available to change in. 

We will rehearse in 1/2 hour time blocks. Please arrive
15 minutes prior to your scheduled rehearsal time. The
day and time of your rehearsal can be found on your
Costume Label. You must be on time. REHEARSAL
IS MANDATORY FOR PARTICIPATION IN
RECITAL. Dress Rehearsals will be held May 26-28
for Recitals A, B, C & D ONLY.

Please arrive 1 hour before showtime through the
FRONT of the Weinberg for all shows (unless you
were given an earlier rehearsal time). 

Parents should CHECK IN DANCERS with a staff
member in the lobby. Dancers in more than one number
per show will bring their costumes in the clear bags
24/7 provided with tights, shoes, and accessories in the
costume bag. Staff will take them to the backstage area.
Come dressed in your first number. ALL Students
under 16 must be checked in by a parent. Students
16+ may check themselves in and out. 

All parents will be given an ID card at check-in with
their child’s name. You must present this card at the
end of the show to pick up your dancer. 

PRIDE Company members will check in/out backstage.

Dancers should be 100% stage ready to go to the
balcony with dance shoes on (except Tap shoes, which
should be in a Ziploc bag with the dancer’s name
labeled on their shoes and bag). Please do NOT get
kids ready in line but before you enter the check in
line. (Yes, this includes touch ups to make-up and
accessories)

Only Parent Volunteers are allowed in the balcony.
NO EXCEPTIONS FOR THE SAFETY OF ALL
THE DANCERS! 

DISMISSAL PROCEDURE - Dancers will be released
from the balcony area at the end of the show & in the
order of the show! Please wait for your dancer’s class to
be announced (along with class photo on the screen).
ONE parent/adult will go to the balcony and present
your child’s ID card to the staff and proceed to take your
dancer. Please do NOT send the entire family up the
stairs to the balcony. 

Dancers are expected to stay in the balcony until the end
of the show unless prior arrangements are made. (No
visiting during intermission. The balcony will remain
closed to patrons for our students’ safety.) 

Label ALL COSTUME PIECES AND SHOES with
your child’s name. Students with multiple dances will
change in the designated dressing area backstage. 

The following items should NOT be on dancers at the
Weinberg Center: Snacks, cell phones, gum, jewelry-
including earrings, painted nails, & underwear under
costumes requiring tights (ie: leotards, please wear
undergarments for pants, shorts, or on male dancers)



 

 
We want to ensure that everyone has a chance to see their performer. 
No one will be able to purchase more than 5 tickets per show you have a 
performer in until open sales on May 9th! Please don’t wait to get your
tickets!

Tickets go on sale Saturday, April 4th at 9:00am through the 
Weinberg Center in person, by phone, or online. 

Tickets will ONLY be for sale for current 24/7 Dance Studio 
families and this will be monitored twice weekly until open sales on 
May 9th. We humbly request that everyone follow the same rules. 

Tickets are assigned seating and are non-refundable. Please read the rules
and procedures carefully.

PLEASE NOTE: There is a strict limit of 5 tickets per family per show
that your child is performing in. The website will only allow a maximum
quantity of 5 tickets per show. Any tickets purchased in excess of this
quantity (by creating a separate transaction OR selecting more than 5
tickets in the event of a website error) will be automatically voided, and
the purchase will be refunded to you by the box office. Those excess
tickets will no longer be valid and cannot be used for entry to the event
and can be sold to other patrons. There are no exceptions to this rule.
There will not be any other communication regarding this refund other
than a confirmation email stating that your tickets have been refunded.

 How to use the Ticket Code Online: 
Select the event/recital you would like to purchase tickets for. 
A window will pop up to say something to the effect of “For Priority
Booking, please log in to your account.”
Log-in* 
The event will still say it isn’t on sale, BUT scroll to the bottom of
that page, and there is an area to enter the promotion/pre-sale code. 
Type in the code that will be supplied April 3 & hit “Apply Code” to
gain access to the family exclusive sales for our 7 shows! 

*We recommend creating an account on the Weinberg Center website before the
day tickets go on sale if you do not already have one with them. This will help you

get your seats faster and check out more easily.

 DO NOT SHARE THE ACCESS CODE, IT CAN RESULT IN CANCELLATION OF THE SALE. 

Tickets will go on sale both in person and online simultaneously. If you plan to
shop in person at the Box Office, the Weinberg would like to remind customers
that online sales may/will reduce seat selection by the time you reach the counter.
Phone orders are ONLY taken after the staff has processed the line of customers in
person. Some years, this is a very fast process and the phones are open for sales 30
minutes past the opening of sales. Other years, this has taken almost 2 hours. The
Weinberg’s best recommendation: if seat selection is a priority, order online.
They have assured us their website has been vastly improved over last year and
they will ensure you can not select more than the alotted 5 tickets. They will also
inform their developers to boost the bandwidth on the 1st day of sales so there is
less of a lag. Your patience in the process is always appreciated.
