FAITH FORMATION LEADER GATHERING 
 

At the end of the year, the Archdiocesan Office of Lifelong Faith Formation & Parish Support hosts a gathering for 
faith formation leaders. This year, we met at St. Elizabeth’s in Milton. The keynote speaker, Brother Joachim                 
Sanderson of St. Benedict Abbey in Harvard, spoke on the theme of leisure. With schedules often filled with parish 
and family obligations, those working in a parish may have a hard time finding time for leisure. Even when we do 
carve out moments such as a work break, lunchtime, or vacation, they may not always feel truly restful.                 
Leisure is not a matter of quantity. It is an attitude; a condition of the soul that allows us to see things differently.            
It is possible only when we are in harmony with who we are and where we are meant to be. In this way, leisure               
can be found even in our work and everyday tasks. The balance between the contemplative and active dimensions 
of life captured in the Benedictine motto Ora et Labora (Prayer and Work) depends on our openness and                 
receptivity to God. When we allow too much noise into our lives, it clouds our vision and hinders our ability to                 
receive faith, hope, and charity. Brother Joachim illustrated this beautifully with a boat analogy. We are all afloat on 
the sea of life. If the water remains outside the boat, we sail along peacefully. But when we allow the worries of 
the world to enter, we risk sinking. To build, create, and truly experience leisure, we must be mindful of what water 
we let into our boat.

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The Massachusetts Catholic Conference has been following two bills 
that would legalize Physician Assisted Suicide in Massachusetts. 
House Bill 2505 and Senate Bill 1486, “An Act relative to End-of-Life 
Options.” At present, HB2505 is in the Joint Committee on Healthcare 
Finance and SB1486 is in Senate Ways and Means. However, the bills 
may come to the floor for a vote at any time. 

 

Working together, we can join health care professionals, disability groups, senior citizens, the infirmed and count-
less individuals in saying NO to assisted suicide and to stop the legislation from moving forward this session. Here 
are some troubling facts to consider before you contact your elected officials: 
 

A DEADLY PRESCRIPTION - The bill would allow a physician to provide a lethal drug mixture to an individual     
diagnosed with less than 6 months to live that, when consumed, would cause death. NOTE: The diagnosis 
could be wrong. Countless individuals have outlived that 6-month diagnosis and enjoyed many more                 
precious months and years with family and friends. 
NO REAL SAFEGUARDS - A vulnerable individual who is physically disabled, depressed, or fears being a 
"burden" may be subject to undue influence by others to make the choice of PAS. 
MISPLACED PRIORITIES - The primary focus of elected officials should be dedicated to legislation providing                 
quality health care, mental health care and palliative care to the sick and dying - particularly in the                 
underserved, poor and minority communities that suffer the most at the time of need.
