Be detached 
from sin, even venial sin. Pray for the intentions of the Pope, 
preferably 1 Hail Mary and 1 Our Father. Have a general 
intention to gain a plenary indulgence. Fulfill one of the   
following: 
-At least 1/2 hr of adoration of Blessed Sacrament  
-or family or group Rosary 
-or private Rosary before the Blessed Sacrament 
-or at least 1/2 hr of pious reading of Sacred Scripture 
-or walking the Stations of the Cross in a church or with 
properly erected display of the Stations
