“Be transformed, for the kingdom of heaven has come
near.” (Matthew 3:2)

During Lent, the Church renews her appeal to repentance, the
call to change one’s life. Conversion is not a question of a
moment or a time of the year, it is an undertaking that lasts
one’s entire lifetime. Who among us can presume not to be a
sinner? No one. We are all sinners.

But we are called to abandon the behavior of sin and fix our
gaze on what is essential. This is the difference between life
deformed by sin and life illumined by grace. From the heart

We believe that all those who entrust themselves to God in
love will bear good fruit though this fruitfulness is often
invisible, elusive and unquantifiable. We trust that our lives
will be fruitful, without claiming to know how, where or
when. We believe that none of our acts of love will be lost,
nor any of our acts of sincere concern for others, that no
generous effort is meaningless, no painful endurance is
wasted.
