PROHIBITED OR INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIORS (PART 4)
a) Talking unnecessarily: Speak only when strictly necessary.
b) Using your phone: Avoid messages, videos, social media,
and photos.
It is only permitted if it is used to follow the liturgy
reverently.
Eating or chewing gum: This is prohibited inside the
church.
One must observe the Eucharistic fast: 1 hour before
receiving Communion (CIC 919).
Walking without necessity: Avoid moving around during
the proclamation of the Word or during the Consecration.
e) Applause and unnecessary noise: these should be used with
prudence (GIRM 95).
