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Pastor’s Message

Dear brothers and sisters, today we cel-
ebrate the Solemnity of Pentecost, that
is, the coming of the Holy Spirit upon the 
Apostles, who were also gathered with 
the Virgin Mary. On this Solemnity, sev-
eral of our brothers and sisters will re-
ceive the traditional coronation at 

9:30am and 11am Mass as a sign of the 
coming of the Holy Spirit upon each of 
them and upon their families. This tradi-
tional coronation rite rooted in the Portu-
guese/Acores culture means that those  
being crowned commit ourselves to liv-
ing a holy life, asking the Holy Spirit for 

the grace to be able to witness our faith 
in the world as the Apostles did.
The Holy Spirit is the third person of the 
Holy Trinity, who proceeds from the Fa-
ther and the Son.
Jesus Christ promised the Apostles that 
He would send them the Holy Spirit, 
who would remind them and help them 
understand everything He had told 
them.
On the day of Pentecost, all the Apos-
tles were gathered together in one 
place, and suddenly there was a noise 
in the sky, like the rushing of a mighty 
wind that filled the entire house where 
they were living. Tongues of fire ap-
peared and rested upon each of them. 
The action of the Holy Spirit in the Apos-
tles made them strong, bold and holy to 
proclaim the Gospel faithfully to the 
whole world.
The Church has become a temple of the 
Holy Spirit; He sanctifies it and unites 
the baptized with the Holy Trinity. Happy 
Feast day to all and I invite you to the 

traditional supa 
(soup) lunch that is 
joyfully prepared 
by the Irmandade 
of the Holy Spirit at 
12 noon.
