
Cape Winelands Tour

The day will start with an 08:30 am pick-up at your central Winelands hotel. Your first stop is 
Babylonstoren, one of the oldest and most iconic Cape Dutch estates. Celebrated for its 
magnificent gardens, the estate also produces exceptional olive oil, balsamic vinegar, and 
honey — a true feast for the senses. Here, you’ll have time to explore the garden after 
enjoying a guided cellar tour, including a wine tasting. 
 
After your tasting, we will head towards Franschhoek. On the way, you’ll stop for a light lunch 
at a local bakery before reaching the village. There, you’ll learn about the French Huguenots 
who settled in this fertile valley and brought their winemaking expertise from France. You 
will also enjoy some free time to wander through historical Franschhoek, galleries, shops, 
cafes…  

Final highlight of the day, Tokara Wine Estate, 
where you’ll begin with a gentle stroll through 
the estate’s beautifully landscaped gardens 
before enjoying an olive oil tasting that 
showcases Tokara’s exceptional artisanal 
produce. Your visit concludes with a hosted 
wine tasting, the perfect way to enjoy the 
estate’s wines.  After your wine tasting, we will 

head back home, arriving at approximately 17h30.
