SIXTH SUNDAY OF EASTER  

Dear Brothers and Sisters,  
 

As we move toward the Ascension and Pentecost, today’s Gospel offers one of the most comforting 
promises Jesus ever speaks.  He knows His disciples feel the weight of uncertainty and the fear of 
losing Him.  Into that fear He says: “I will not leave you orphans”. 
 
Jesus promises the Advocate, the Holy Spirit—the One who stands beside us, strengthens us, guides 
us, and reminds us of God’s nearness. The Spirit is God dwelling within us, making Christ’s love 
alive and active in our daily lives.  Jesus links love and obedience not as a burden, but as a relation-
ship. When we love Him, His way becomes our way. His commandment—to love as He loves—
becomes the shape of our choices, our compassion, our forgiveness, and our courage. 
 
In a world where many feel isolated, overwhelmed, or spiritually adrift, Jesus’ promise is deeply 
needed.  We are not orphans.  God’s presence is not fragile.  It is not dependent on our feelings or    
circumstances.   It is steady, faithful, and alive in the Spirit who dwells in us. 
 
As a parish community, may we be signs of that presence for one another—people who reveal God’s 
nearness through kindness, patience, and love that costs something.  Christ remains with us, and 
through the Spirit, we remain in Him.
