Reflection from Fr. Freddie Pinuela, MJ

CORPUS Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ - Year C
CHR'S“ Theme: Jesus Feeds Us—More Than We Can Imagine
Have you ever gone to a potluck and been really worried that there wouldn’t be enough food?

You show up, peek at the table, and think, “There’s no way that tiny bow! of potato salad is feeding 20 people!” So, you pile a little less on your
plate... just in case. But by the end, everyone’s full, and somehow there are leftovers. There is more to fill our to go boxes. That's basically
what happens in today’s Gospel—but with much higher stakes and a lot more Jesus.

1. “You give them something to eat!”

Jesus is teaching a massive crowd—five thousand men, plus women and children—so, basically, a biblical version of a football
stadium. And after a long day, the disciples do what any reasonable people would: they suggest sending the crowd home for dinner. Translation: “Lord, we love these peo-
ple, but we don’t have the budget for this.” And what does Jesus say? “You give them something to eat.” Now | imagine the disciples staring at Him like He just asked them
to cater the Super Bowl with dinner.

2. Jesus Doesn’t Ask for What You Don’t Have

The disciples respond, “We have only five loaves and two fish.” In other words: “We did our grocery inventory, and it's not looking good.” But Jesus doesn't criti-
cize them. He just says, “Bring me what you have.” He blesses the little they offer, breaks it, and it multiplies to feed the multitudes. Here’s the joke, but also the truth: When
Jesus is involved, a snack becomes a feast, and a shortage becomes a surplus. Twelve baskets of leftovers? That's not just provision—that’s divine catering with style.

3. Why This Gospel Today? Because the Eucharist Is Our Miracle Meal

So why do we read this story when we're celebrating the Body and Blood of Christ? Because the Feeding of the 5,000 points forward to the Eucharist. Jesus
didn’t just want to feed bellies that day. He was preparing to feed souls—forever. At the Last Supper, He takes bread again, blesses it, breaks it, and says, “This is my Body,
given for you.” No more fish. No more loaves. This time, it's His very self. And the most amazing part? He's still doing it. Every Mass. Every day. Around the world. Through
the hands of priests—who, let's be honest, are just slightly more organized versions of the confused apostles—Jesus continues to multiply Himself for us in the Eucharist.
4. So What Do We Do?

- Bring what little you have. Jesus doesn't need you to be perfect. Just bring your five loaves and two fish—your efforts, your generosity, your dollar bill or bills and drop it in
the collection box—and let Him bless it.

- Come hungry. Not just for donuts after Mass (though, hey, no judgment), but come hungry for Christ. Come to the altar like someone showing up for a divine feast—not
just a holy routine.

- Become what you receive. St. Augustine said, “Behold what you are, become what you receive.” That means you and | are supposed to leave here looking more like Je-
sus.

Conclusion: God Feeds Us—And Then Sends Us

Today, the same Jesus who fed thousands with five loaves and two fish, the same Jesus who offered Himself on the cross, is the same Jesus we receive in the
Eucharist. Not a symbol. Not a memory. But His real, living, divine Presence—Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity. And as with the crowd that day, He feeds us not just to fill
us—but to send us out. To go, love, serve, and maybe even share some leftovers of His grace with the world. Amen.

Reflexion del Padre Freddie Pinuela, MJ

Solemnidad del Santisimo Cuerpo y Sangre de Cristo — Afio C
Tema: Jesus nos alimenta —mas de lo que podemos imaginar

¢ Alguna vez has ido a una comida compartida y te preocupa mucho que no haya suficiente comida? Llegas, echas un vistazo a la mesa y piensas: "jEs imposi-
ble que ese pequefio tazon de ensalada de papas alimente a 20 personas!". Asi que pones un poco menos en tu plato... por si acaso. Pero al final, todos estan satisfe-
chos, y de alguna manera, sobra. Hay méas para llenar nuestras cajas para llevar. Eso es basicamente lo que sucede en el Evangelio de hoy, pero con mucho mas en juego
y con mucho mas Jesus.

1. "iDadles ustedes de comer!"

Jesus esta ensefiando a una multitud enorme —cinco mil hombres, ademas de mujeres y nifios—, asi que, basicamente, es una version biblica de un estadio de
futbol. Y después de un largo dia, los discipulos hacen lo que cualquier persona razonable haria: sugieren enviar a la multitud a casa a cenar. Traduccion: “Sefior, amamos
a esta gente, pero no tenemos presupuesto para esto”. Y qué dice Jests? “Dales tu de comer”. Ahora me imagino a los discipulos mirandolo como si les acabara de pedir
que prepararan la cena del Super Bowl.

2. Jesus no pide lo que no tienes

Los discipulos responden: “Solo tenemos cinco panes y dos peces”. En otras palabras: “Hicimos el inventario de la compra y no pinta bien”. Pero Jesus no los
critica. Simplemente dice: “Traiganme lo que tienen”. Bendice lo poco que ofrecen, lo parte y se multiplica para alimentar a las multitudes. Aqui esta el chiste, pero también
la verdad: cuando Jesus esta involucrado, un refrigerio se convierte en un festin y la escasez en un excedente. ;Doce canastas de sobras? Eso no es solo provision, es un
servicio divino con estilo.

3. ¢ Por qué este Evangelio hoy? Porque la Eucaristia es nuestra comida milagrosa

Entonces, ¢por qué leemos esta historia cuando celebramos el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo? Porque la Alimentacion de los 5000 nos lleva a la Eucaristia.
Jests no solo queria alimentar estémagos ese dia. Se preparaba para alimentar almas, para siempre. En la Ultima Cena, toma el pan de nuevo, lo bendice, lo parte y dice:
«Este es mi Cuerpo, entregado por ustedes». No més peces. No mas panes. Esta vez, es El mismo. ;Y lo mas asombroso? Sigue haciéndolo. En cada misa. Todos los
dias. En todo el mundo. A través de las manos de los sacerdotes —quienes, seamos honestos, son versiones un poco méas organizadas de los apostoles confundidos—
Jesus contintia multiplicdndose por nosotros en la Eucaristia.

4. Entonces, ¢qué hacemos?

- Trae lo poco que tienes. JesUs no necesita que seas perfecto. Simplemente trae tus cinco panes y dos peces —tu esfuerzo, tu generosidad, tu billete o billetes— y écha-
los a la caja de colectas, y deja que El los bendiga.

- Ven con hambre. No solo por donas después de Misa (aunque, bueno, sin juzgarte), sino con hambre de Cristo. Acércate al altar como quien se presenta a un banquete
divino, no solo a una rutina santa.

- Conviértete en lo que recibes. San Agustin dijo: «Contempla lo que eres, conviértete en lo que recibes». Eso significa que ti y yo debemos ios de aqui pareciéndonos

mas a JesUs.

Conclusion: Dios nos alimenta y luego nos envia

Hoy, el mismo JesUs que alimenté a miles con cinco panes y dos peces, el mismo Jesus que se ofrecid en la cruz, es el mismo Jesus que recibimos en la Euca-
ristia. No es un simbolo. No es un recuerdo. Sino su presencia real, viva y divina: Cuerpo, Sangre, Alma y Divinidad. Y como con la multitud ese dia, nos alimenta no solo
para llenarnos, sino para enviarnos. Para ir, amar, servir y quizas hasta compartir algunas sobras de su gracia con el mundo. Amén.
