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@ Reflection from the Pastor, Fr. Crespo Lape, MJ
“Lord, teach us to pray...” (Luke 11:1)

Dear brothers and sisters, Today’s readings come to us like gentle rain in a season of drought—
so many of us are living in times of uncertainty, fear, and anxiety. We worry about the state of the world,
the economy, the safety of our loved ones, and even our own inner peace. These are not just passing
emotions; they weigh heavily, and for some, they feel like a daily burden.

In the Gospel, the disciples ask Jesus, “Lord, teach us to pray.” It's a humble and beautiful re-
quest—not for wealth or power or escape—but for a deeper connection to God. And Jesus responds not

only with the words of the “Our Father,” but also with a promise: “Ask and you will receive; seek and you
will find; knock and the door will be opened to you.” He assures us that our Father in heaven is not distant,
but listening, watching, and full of love.

The first reading from Genesis reminds us of Abraham's bold intercession for Sodom. It's a striking image: Abraham, in the
face of looming destruction, daring to plead with God again and again—asking, negotiating, believing that mercy is possible. This is
not the picture of a passive believer, but of one who trusts God enough to speak boldly. In our world today, filled with war, division,
and suffering, perhaps we, too, are called to intercede—to speak to God on behalf of others, to beg for mercy, and to stand in the gap.

St. Paul, in his letter to the Colossians, brings it all home: “You were buried with him in baptism... and raised with him through
faith.” The spiritual truth here is profound. Whatever fear we carry—fear of failure, loss, injustice, or death—it has been nailed to the
cross with Christ. Our debt has been canceled. Our lives are now hidden in Him.

But how do we live this out in a time like ours? We start by praying—not as a last resort, but as our first act of courage. We
ask God honestly, seek His will sincerely, and knock on heaven’s door with trust. Prayer doesn’t always change our circumstances
immediately, but it always changes us. It gives us peace when the world is shaking. It connects us to the God who holds all things
together.

Ask. Seek. Knock. So, let us rise—not in fear, but in faith; not in silence, but in prayer; not in defeat, but in the unstoppable
hope of those who know that God hears, God answers, and God is with us—now and always. Amen.

Reflexion del Pastor Padre Crespo Lape, MJ
“Senor, ensénanos a orar...” (Lucas 11:1)

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, las lecturas de hoy nos llegan como una suave lluvia en tiempos de sequia; muchos vivi-
mos en tiempos de incertidumbre, miedo y ansiedad. Nos preocupamos por el estado del mundo, la economia, la seguridad de nues-
tros seres queridos e incluso nuestra propia paz interior. Estas no son solo emociones pasajeras; pesan mucho, y para algunos, se
sienten como una carga diaria.

En el Evangelio, los discipulos le piden a Jesus: “Sefior, enséfianos a orar.” Es una peticién humilde y hermosa, no de rique-
zas, poder ni escape, sino de una conexion mas profunda con Dios. Y JesUs responde no solo con las palabras del “Padre Nuestro”,
sino también con una promesa: “Pedid y se os dara; buscad y hallaréis; llamad y se os abrira.” Nos asegura que nuestro Padre celes-
tial no esta distante, sino que escucha, observa y esta lleno de amor.

La primera lectura del Génesis nos recuerda la valiente intercesion de Abraham por Sodoma. Es una imagen impactante:
Abraham, ante la inminente destruccidn, se atreve a suplicar a Dios una y otra vez, pidiendo, negociando, creyendo que la misericor-
dia es posible. Esta no es la imagen de un creyente pasivo, sino de alguien que confia en Dios lo suficiente como para hablar con
valentia. En nuestro mundo actual, lleno de guerra, division y sufrimiento, quizas también nosotros estemos llamados a interceder, a
hablar con Dios en nombre de los demas, a implorar misericordia y a interceder.

San Pablo, en su carta a los Colosenses, lo deja claro: “Fuisteis sepultados con él en el bautismo... y resucitasteis con €l por
la fe.” La verdad espiritual aqui es profunda. Cualquier miedo que carguemos —miedo al fracaso, a la pérdida, a la injusticia 0 a la
muerte— ha sido clavado en la cruz con Cristo. Nuestra deuda ha sido cancelada. Nuestras vidas ahora estan escondidas en El.

Pero ¢ cdmo vivimos esto en un momento como el nuestro? Empecemos orando, no como Ultimo recurso, sino como nuestro
primer acto de valentia. Pedimos a Dios con sinceridad, buscamos su voluntad con sinceri-
dad y llamamos a la puerta del cielo con confianza. La oracién no siempre cambia nuestras
circunstancias de inmediato, pero siempre nos transforma a nosotros. Nos da paz cuando el
mundo se tambalea. Nos conecta con el Dios que todo lo sostiene.

Pedir. Buscar. Llamar. Asi que, levantémonos, no con miedo, sino con fe; no en
silencio, sino en oracion; no en derrota, sino con la esperanza inquebrantable de quienes
saben que Dios escucha, Dios responde y Dios esta con nosotros, ahora y siempre. Amén.
