PROFESSIONAL CAREER

Appeared in 75 professional games with both the Toronto Raptors affiliate team, Raptors 905, in the
NBA G League, and the Montréal Alliance in the CEBL, averaging 13.0 points, 6.1 rebounds, and 1.8
assists per game. Known for consistent frontcourt production, scoring efficiency, and rebounding, he
recorded multiple double-doubles in both the CEBL and NBA G League, including season-highs of 27
points (Raptors 905, 2024-25) and 26 points (Montréal Alliance, 2025), while providing reliable
two-way play and leadership on both domestic and development-league stages.
