SHUTTER CARE GUIDE

1. Dust Gently (Weekly):
Use a soft microfiber cloth, feather duster, or vacuum with a
brush attachment to remove surface dust. Tilt slats open
and closed to reach all sides.

2. Wipe Carefully (As Needed):
Lightly dampen a clean cloth with water and a mild soap.
Never soak or saturate.

3. Dry Immediately:
Follow up with a dry, soft cloth to remove moisture,
preventing streaks and protecting the finish.

4. Avoid Harsh Products:
Do not use bleach, abrasive sponges, or chemical cleaners.

5. Hardware Care:
Occasionally wipe down hinges and frames.

6. Tension Screw:
If louvres feel loose, hand-tighten the screw
on the side or ask an installer.

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When checking the overall visual characteristics and
aesthetics, the following should be observed:

Viewing Distance and Lighting:
3m for exterior products in diffuse daylight;
2m for interior products with lighting. suitable room use.

Viewing Angle:
Perpendicular to the surface being checked.

Viewing Aids:
Use the naked eye
(and any applicable corrective glasses).
