Pastor’s Notes: 
 Welcome to our new communicants this weekend—our second-grade 
students are receiving our dear Lord in Holy Communion for the first time 
this weekend at the Saturday evening Mass.  We are glad to welcome those 
who welcome the Savior when they receive Him with us at Mass.  Those of 
us that are older should recall the occasion of our own first encounter with 
the Eucharistic Lord—mine was over 65 years ago, in 1960, in Blessed 
Sacrament Church in Omaha (now turned into a gymnasium and the 
parochial school turned into the private corporate-sponsored Nelson 
Mandela School).  What we receive cannot be taken away, except by our own 
negligence.  Risen Lord, be with us! 
 This is also Divine Mercy Sunday, and we should not forget the Pope 
who died on the eve of that day, Pope St. John Paul II.  Since as a pastor, I 
have always tried to have parish First Communions on that weekend, I 
remember doing so with a class that particular weekend in 2005.  Even as we 
have remembered with sorrow the death of him and our own loved ones, we 
celebrate the triumph of Jesus in His glorious Resurrection, Who makes 
sorrow turn to joy in the Paschal Mystery.  
 We are happy to welcome some of the family members of Marie Junker 
Almquist, recently deceased in Colorado.  She was a member of the Junker 
family that provided the land on which our present facilities now stand, the 
second permanent church of our parish (named St. Virgilius, 1883-1906, 
Sacred Heart, 1906-1927, and St. Catherine of Alexandria, 1927-Present).  
Next year, we are planning a celebration to commemorate the 100th 
anniversary of the dedication of that second (and current) church building.  
It was dedicated on October 13, 1927.  Marie was also related to the Dolan 
family, whose home was the original place in which Holy Mass was offered, 
beginning in 1880.  The first church (1883) was opposite the southeast corner 
of the park, on land given by the Dolans. The Body of Christ has been present 
here for almost 150 years! 
 For those who have Magnificat subscription through the parish, we 
invite you to reimburse the parish during the month of April.  The current 
cost of the subscription is $31 per year, but a donation of $30 would be close 
enough.  I would suggest that those who take the copies marked “extra” 
make a donation of $3 per copy.  Next year, I would be happy to add others 
to the “regular” list when we re-order.  God bless you!   Magnificat is an 
excellent source of deepening prayer and liturgical piety.   
 May God send us good and bountiful rain for the earth, just as He 
provides it for us at our Baptism.
