Computing and Digital Citizenship.

Science – Cycles of Nature

This term, our science learning will focus on “cycles in nature.” We will be learning about the life cycles of animals and plants as well as discussing some complex seasonal cycles including global animal migration patterns.




Art

To understand what is meant by still life. Study the work of Cezanne. Use tone to create form. Use colour in a drawing of still life. 

PSHE
This half term, we will be learning about the meaning of bullying, the different types of bullying and the things we can do to deal with it. We will also be thinking about what makes a good friend, how friendships can change and how family members can support each other.

Perform a version of Pachebel’s Canon using ostinato and canon parts on glockenspiels.


English

Reading:
This half term, we will be reading “Stig of the Dump” by Clive King. We will be developing our fluency when reading and deepening our understanding of the choices made by characters and authors as well as expanding our vocabulary by finding the meaning of unknown words.

Writing:
We will be using our knowledge from reading lessons, to inform our writing. We will be developing our sentence structures and our descriptive skills. This will be applied in narrative writing based on our reading text: Stig of the Dump. We will also be using our geography learning from last half term by writing an explanation text which compares the geography of San Francisco and London.

Grammar:
In order to help us with our narrative writing, our main focus will be to further consolidate the accurate punctuation of direct speech, embedding our knowledge of compound and complex sentences and we will be learning to use apostrophes for plural possession. 
Geography (Settlements)

This half term, we will be learning about what a settlement is, the types of settlements. We will be comparing rural and urban areas whilst examining the population density of a variety of settlements. This learning will then be applied to identify the reasons for the location of settlements. 
P.E. (Dance)
This half term, we will be learning to create, link, remember and repeat actions in unison and with a partner to develop a dance. 
History (Ancient Egypt)
· Locating Egypt on a map and identifying the River Nile.
· Investigating everyday life, including the societal hierarchy of Ancient Egypt.
· Understanding some aspects of Religious beliefs in Ancient Egypt.
· Understanding why mummification and the afterlife was important. 
· Understanding the significance of Howard Carter’s discovery of King Tutankhamun’s tomb. 
· Investigating Ancient Egyptian hieroglyphics.





Latin
This half term, we will be developing our knowledge and understanding of Latin word roots and their links to English. We will be focussing on translating simple sentences with nouns and verbs and will link our vocabulary learning to daily life in the Roman Empire. We will continue to build our knowledge of using simple grammatical rules such as the use of capital letters for proper nouns in Latin.
