	BE A REGULAR READER

Please read every day. Read a range of

Make sure you have your Reading Record in school every day and hand it in every Friday. 
	BE A WORD WHIZZ

Practise the spellings we send home as often as you can. Try writing the word in different styles and colours, looking for letter patterns or making up a mnemonic to help you. 
e.g. Big Elephants Can Always Understand Small 
       Elephants = because.
There will be a test of each week’s spelling words on Fridays.


	BE A MATHEMATICIAN

Log on to TIMES TABLE ROCK STARS and answer a minimum of 100 questions a week. We will check this on a Friday along with your average accuracy score. We will be looking for this to be above 90%. If you have trouble accessing TTRockstars at home, you can use an iPad at break or lunch times.  
We are currently learning our 4 and 8 timetables and exploring the links between these. This includes solving multiplication and their corresponding division calculations. 

	MATHEMATICS

Go to a travel agent or (with an adult’s permission) research holidays to Egypt online. Budget how much it would cost your family to go on holiday to Egypt. Don’t forget to include the cost of flights, hotels and days out. If you are feeling ambitious, you could calculate the cost of buying holiday essentials for every member of your family (for example sun cream).


	COMPUTING

Use a computer to create a timeline of events in Ancient Egypt.  If you have permission from a parent or carer, you may also use websites such as “Primary Homework Help” to do some research.
	HISTORY

Research how Ancient Egyptians mummified bodies to prepare them for the afterlife. 	WRITING

Imagine you are an archaeologist like Howard Carter and you have made a huge and important discovery on a dig at an Ancient Egyptian site.  Describe all the exciting things you have discovered and how you plan to teach others about them when you return to England. 
	SCIENCE

Research the methods used to embalm bodies in order to preserve them. Conduct your own mummification experiment using an apple or a tomato. Don’t forget to do the following:
· Make a prediction.
· Carefully observe your experiment, noting down any changes over time. 
· Assess whether you have conducted a fair test.
· Assess if your prediction was accurate and explain why (or why not).
· Write up and photograph/draw your experiment.
	RELIGIOUS EDUCATION

Research Ancient Egyptian gods and goddesses (you can use the books we have in school, the internet or perhaps visit your local library to help you with this.). Use your research to help you to write a fact file about a god or goddess of your choice.

	DESIGN

	GEOGRAPHY

Draw or trace a map of Egypt and annotate/illustrate it. Draw on the River Nile and add important locations such as The Great Sphynx, The Pyramids of Giza, The Valley of the Kings.

Use materials you have at home to design and make your own Egyptian Pyramid. Take a photograph and write about it in your homework book. 
How many blocks did you need to create your pyramid? 
How tall were you able to build your pyramid?
