· Choose a selection of items from around the house and predict if you think they will float or sink before testing each item in the bath or sink. Did you notice any patterns? Why do some float and some sink?

· Can you read a story you know well together and can you retell the story. Could you order pictures of the story and explain the story to an adult.
· Can you teach someone some prior vocabulary from Drawing Club?
