El Quinto Domingo de Cuaresma (Ciclo A) se centra en la 
victoria de la vida sobre la muerte, marcando el inicio del 
tiempo de Pasión antes de la Semana Santa. A través de la 
resurrección de Lázaro (Juan 11, 1-45), la Iglesia proclama a 
Jesús como la resurrección y la vida, invitando a la esperan-
za y a la conversión interior.  
Puntos Clave de la Explicación Católica: 

• Evangelio (Juan 11, 1-45) - La Resurrección de Láza-
ro: Jesús demuestra su poder divino sobre la muerte, prefi-
gurando su propia resurrección. Al llorar por Lázaro, mues-
tra su humanidad, y al resucitarlo, su divinidad. Es un llama-
do a salir del "sepulcro" del pecado y la desesperanza. 

• Primera Lectura (Ezequiel 37, 12-14) - Los Huesos Se-
cos: Profetiza la esperanza para el pueblo desterrado, pro-
metiendo que Dios infundirá su espíritu para dar vida nueva 
a lo que parecía muerto. 

• Segunda Lectura (Romanos 8, 8-11) - Vida en el Espíri-
tu: San Pablo destaca que, aunque el cuerpo está sujeto a la 
muerte por el pecado, el Espíritu de Dios que resucitó a Je-
sús vive en los creyentes, dándoles vida. 

• Sentido Litúrgico: Es el último paso antes de la Semana 
Santa, consolidando la conversión cuaresmal y enfocándose 
en el misterio pascual de pasión, muerte y resurrección. 

• Temas Principales: Amistad, muerte, la misericordia 
divina y el llamado a vivir una vida nueva impulsada por el 
Espíritu.
