Hard: Uneven paths, more than 3 stairs (may lack rails), fixed seating, low lighting, over

100m walk, noisy and busy.

Supported Outings: Include Support Workers to assist participants. These are designed for
CHSP Social Support Group clients and are CHSP-funded, with fees charged per hour.
fol Support is subsidised through CHSP funding.
[C=2 Unsupported Outings: No Support Workers are present, though a Volunteer may accompany.
These outings are not CHSP-funded and are intended for clients who can access the
community independently. The fee covers the Coordination of activities
