NEW BUSINESS
Pam Bourjaily briefed the commission on the discussion points from the first Commission Revitalization Meeting (minutes from this meeting had been provided to the commission prior to the W&S Commission’s August Meeting). Some of the items discussed included: Reviewing and updating job descriptions for members of the commissions; conducting a review of ministry events as to what commission is responsible for the work or management of events; creating a committee to work on parish communication; and possibly hiring someone to manage website information. During this discussion there was also some discussion about creating an organization chart that would identify commissions and committees along with what each group does. 

The W&S Commission was asked to write one sentence that describes what we do. Some options were presented and discussed. The sentence that was chosen is: “Creating a Dynamic Environment for Worship.”

Blessing of the Sick dates—Note from Father Chuck: The Bishop hasn’t given the okay to do baptisms or anything else that is extra time during mass yet so as not to take any longer, so I am not ready to schedule the Sacrament of the Sick yet. Also, I don’t want compromised individuals coming to church until we are clear of the virus. So let’s hold off and see what happens with the Delta variant. 

Blessing of Teachers and Students—Father Chuck will talk to Shannon Duffy about catechetical Sunday. He notes that whatever we do, it will be simple and there won’t be any change to mass.
