Lilac, Common Purple 12"18" 12-15ft |A popular shrub with sweet smelling flowers that bloom in mid to late spring. Extremely hardy and thrives with little care.
Ninebark, Common 12"-18" 6-10 ft.  |Produces small white or pink flowers in late spring, which give way to clusters of reddish fruist. Prefers sun to partial shade.
Plum, American 12"-18" 12-20 ft. |Attracts a wide variety of wildlife. Fruit ripens in early summer and are best suited for preserves and jellies.
Large group of small trees or shrubs that dot woodlands, meadows and roadsides. Blooms early, April-May, good for pollinators. Dark purplish-red
Serviceberry (Juneberry) [18"-24" 15-25 ft. g ) group i . . . ] y P v, 8 P purp
fruit is used by humans and wildlife.
