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Anyone can report an allegation or suspected incident of sexual abuse or sexual harassment; including youth, staff, or third parties. This can include allegations that have occurred at another facility. At Camp Oakland, there are multiple options to file a report; including, but not limited to:

· Staff and third parties may contact the agency’s PREA Coordinator, PREA Investigator, or Compliance Representative, file a grievance, call CPS, and / or notify the youth’s caseworker. All the above can be done anonymously.

It is not required that any personal information be provided. However, the more information that can be provided regarding dates, times, locations, witnesses, and as much detail about the alleged incident that is known will serve to assist staff and law enforcement in their efforts to successfully investigate claims and issues.
