Gospel Reflection
Matthew 5:1-12a

Today’s reading is the beginning of Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount,
which is found in Matthew’s Gospel. The form of the Beatitudes
found here is not unique to Jesus. Beatitudes are found in the Old
Testament, in the psalms, and in wisdom literature, for example.
They are a way to teach about who will find favor with God.

We quickly note in this reading that the people whom Jesus calls
‘blessed” and “happy” are not people we think of as blessed or
happy . . . the poor in spirit, the meek, the persecuted. This
Gospel is one of reversals. Jesus’ blueprint for happiness reflects
little of what the world might call happiness.

“‘Blessed” is sometimes translated as happy, fortunate, or favored.
In other words, Jesus is saying that divine favor is upon those
who are poor, those who mourn, those who are persecuted. This
news might have been welcome—and surprising—to the crowds
who heard Jesus that day.

The Beatitudes can be understood as a framework for Christian
living. Our vocation as Christians is not to be first in this world, but
rather to be first in the eyes of God. By referring to the good
things that the faithful will experience, Matthew reminds us that
those who act in the manner described in the Beatitudes will find
their reward with God.

Reflexién del Evangelio
Lucas 14,25-33

La lectura de hoy es el comienzo del Sermén de la Montafia de
JesUs, que se encuentra en el Evangelio de Mateo. La forma de
las Bienaventuranzas que encontramos aqui no es exclusiva de
JesUs. Las Bienaventuranzas se encuentran en el Antiguo
Testamento, en los salmos y en la literatura sapiencial, por
ejemplo. Son una manera de ensefiar quiénes gozaran del favor
de Dios.

En esta lectura, notamos rapidamente que las personas a
quienes JesUs llama «bienaventuradas» y «felices» no son las
que solemos considerar bienaventuradas o felices: los pobres de
espiritu, los mansos, los perseguidos. Este Evangelio es un
evangelio de inversiéon de valores. El plan de Jesus para la
felicidad difiere mucho de lo que el mundo considera felicidad.

La palabra «bienaventurado» a veces se traduce como feliz,
afortunado o favorecido. En otras palabras, Jesus dice que el
favor divino esta sobre los pobres, los que lloran, los que son
perseguidos. Esta noticia pudo haber sido bien recibida —y
sorprendente— para las multitudes que escucharon a Jesus
aquel dia.

Las Bienaventuranzas pueden entenderse como un marco para
la vida cristiana. Nuestra vocacién como cristianos no es ser los
primeros en este mundo, sino ser los primeros a los ojos de Dios.
Al referirse a las cosas buenas que experimentaran los fieles,
Mateo nos recuerda que quienes actuan de la manera descrita
en las Bienaventuranzas encontraran su recompensa en Dios.
