TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

El 3 de mayo en el sur de llocos, Filipinas, se celebra
la fiesta del Cristo milagroso o Apo Lacay como lo
llaman los filipinos. Esta imagen fue encontrada
dentro de una caja que flotaba en el mar, junto con la
Virgen Milagrosa. Fueron unos pescadores quienes
hicieron el hallazgo. Los pescadores eran de los
pueblos de Badoc y Sinait y decidieron llevarse el
Cristo a Badoc, pero no lograron moverlo. Una vez
que decidieron llevarse al Cristo a Sinait, la imagen
se hizo muy ligera de peso, por lo cual se piensa que
Cristo deseaba estar en Sinait.

Este Cristo negro recuerda a los Cristos milagrosos
de Latinoamérica, como el Santo Cristo de
Esquipulas (Guatemala), los Cristos de Tila, Chalma
y Otaltitlan (México), el Sefior de los Milagros (Peru)
y otros. Probablemente se trata de wuna
evangelizacion espafola ya que en 1595, el rey
Felipe Il mando varios Cristos negros a los cristianos
indigenas de América. En todo caso, estos Cristos
han resultado milagrosos gracias a la fe del pueblo,
porque como dice Jesus: nuestra fe es la que nos
salva (Marcos 5:34; 10:46-52).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

There was a curious custom years ago that perhaps
developed in an age when Easter was seen less as a
baptismal season than as a kind of tour through the
deeds of the Risen Christ. The paschal candle, sign
of Christ’'s presence, was removed from public view
on Ascension Thursday, banished to the baptistery.
Ascension day does speak of the hidden aspects of
Christ’s life among us, but it does not have much to
do with God’s absence. Christ has not shed his
human life like an inconvenient shell, but rather has
taken humanity into heaven. The theologian Karl
Rahner said that it is a festival of “the nearness of
God.” In vanishing from our sight, Christ has become
utterly available to all at every time and every place,
and is “closer to us than he ever was.”

Today is the feast of believing that beyond our final
breath is a presence that waits for us, a banquet
prepared, a tender homecoming embrace. Rahner
said that today is a festival of the future of the world, a
day for anticipating the world’s true destiny, and
therefore hardly a day to be going around hiding
candles!

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IMPORTANT MESSAGE

To be considered an active participant member of the parish and eligible to receive a Sponsor Eligibility
Certificate or a Parish Verification Letter for a registered member of your family, St. Brendan asks that you be
registered in the parish for at least three months, attend mass regularly, and show a commitment to
stewardship of time, talent, and treasure. Attendance at Mass is the most meaningful way we model and live
our catholic faith. In a community as large as St. Brendan, the use of weekly offertory envelopes or online
giving are the primary means of determining if parishioners are attending mass. Kindly place your envelopes
in the collection basket each Sunday even if you cannot make a monetary contribution.

Registration is one of the requirements for the parish to issue a sponsorship certificate for those asked
to be a sacramental sponsor. You must be a registered contributing member for at least 3 months before a
certificate is provided.

If you are not registered, we encourage you to do so by completing the Parish Family Registration form found
on our website, https://www.stbrendanmiami.org/ or stopping by the office to pick up a form.

MENSAJE IMPORTANTE

Para ser considerado miembro activo de la parroquia y poder recibir un Certificado de Elegibilidad de
Patrocinador o una Carta de Verificacion Parroquial para un miembro registrado de su familia, St. Brendan le
pide que esté registrado en la parroquia por lo menos tres meses, asista a misa con regularidad y muestre
un compromiso con la mayordomia del tiempo, el talento y el tesoro. La asistencia a Misa es la forma mas
significativa en que modelamos y vivimos nuestra fe catdlica. En una comunidad tan grande como St.
Brendan, el uso de sobres de ofrenda semanales, o las donaciones en linea son los medios principales para
determinar si los feligreses asisten a misa. Amablemente coloque sus sobres en la canasta de la colecta
fodos los domingos aun cuando no pueda hacer una contribucién monetaria.

nuestra corresponsabilidad es discernir cual es nuestro papel en el plan de Dios. La corresponsabilidad
consiste en cumplir las tareas unicas que Dios nos ha encomendado a cada uno de nosotros.

Reflexién del Evangelio
Mateo 28, 16-20

El Evangelio de hoy esta tomado de la conclusion del Evangelio de Mateo. El Evangelio de Mateo transita
rapidamente desde el descubrimiento por parte de los discipulos de la tumba vacia de Jesus, pasando por la
aparicion de Jesus a Maria Magdalena y a la otra Maria, hasta el encargo que Jesus da a sus discipulos en el
Evangelio de hoy.

La Comisién Final —como a veces se denomina a este pasaje evangélico— tiene lugar en la cima de una
montana. A lo largo de las Escrituras, los acontecimientos mas importantes suceden en la cima de las
montanas, y Mateo ha utilizado este motivo a lo largo de todo su Evangelio. Anteriormente, en el Evangelio de
Mateo, Pedro, Santiago y Juan habian visto a Jesus transfigurado en la cima de una montana (Mateo 17:1-8).
Asimismo, en el Evangelio de Mateo, Jesus ensef6 a las multitudes desde la cima de una montana en lo que
hoy conocemos como el Sermdn de la Montafa.

Aqui se nos relata que los once discipulos se dirigen a la cima de una montana en Galilea, tal como Jesus les
habia indicado por medio de Maria Magdalena y la otra Maria (cf. Mateo 28:9-10). Ven a Jesus vy, al mismo
tiempo, lo adoran y dudan. Jesus se acerca a ellos y les encomienda bautizar y ensefar: «hacer discipulos de
todas las naciones». Es una tarea para la cual Jesus ya habia preparado previamente a sus discipulos;
recordemos que Jesus habia enviado a los doce apodstoles a predicar el Reino de Dios y a sanar (cf. Mateo
10:1-15). Sin embargo, en aquella ocasion, los Doce fueron enviados Unicamente a la Casa de Israel; en esta
Comision Final, a los once se les indica que vayan a «todas las naciones». La misién de Jesus debe ser
llevada ahora a todos los pueblos; la tarea consiste ahora en bautizar y enseniar.

JesuUs encarga a sus discipulos bautizar en el nombre de la Trinidad, siendo este uno de los testimonios mas
claros que se encuentran en las Escrituras sobre el bautismo en el nombre de la Trinidad. En los Hechos de
los Apostoles y en las Cartas de Pablo, el bautismo se ofrece con mayor frecuencia «en el nombre de Jesus».
El final del Evangelio de Mateo puede entenderse como el comienzo de la Iglesia. Jesus encarga a sus
discipulos continuar ensefiando en su nombre e incorporar a otros a la comunidad de discipulos mediante el
bautismo. El Evangelio termina, tal como habia comenzado, con la promesa de que Jesus seguira siendo
Emmanuel, «Dios con nosotros» (cf. Mateo 1:23), por toda la eternidad.

Stewardship
Stewardship is our response to that mission, offering our gifts to build up the Church and serve others in His
name.

"Jesus raised his eyes to heaven and said. . . 'l glorified you on earth by finishing the work that you gave me to
do."John 17:4

Christ fulfilled his vocation by finishing the work God gave him. An important part of our stewardship is the
discernment of our role in God’s plan. Stewardship is about fulfilling the unique tasks that God has given to
each of us.

Gospel Reflection
Matthew 28:16-20

Today’s Gospel is taken from the conclusion of the Gospel of Matthew. Matthew’s Gospel quickly moves from
the disciples’ discovery of Jesus’ empty tomb, to Jesus’ appearance to Mary Magdalene and the other Mary, to
the commission that Jesus gives his disciples in today’s Gospel.

The Final Commission, as this Gospel is sometimes called, is given on the mountaintop. Throughout Scripture,
the most important events happen on the mountaintop, and Matthew has used this motif throughout his Gospel.
Earlier in Matthew’s Gospel, Peter, James, and John had seen Jesus transfigured on the mountaintop (Matthew
17:1-8). Also in the Gospel of Matthew, Jesus taught the crowds from the mountaintop in what we now call the
Sermon on the Mount.

Here we are told that the eleven disciples go the mountaintop in Galilee, as Jesus had instructed through Mary
Magdalene and the other Mary (cf. Matthew 28:9-10). They see Jesus, and both worship and doubt at the same
time. Jesus approaches them and commissions them to baptize and teach, "to make disciples of all nations." It
is a task which Jesus had previously prepared his disciples for; recall that Jesus had sent the twelve apostles to
preach the Kingdom of God and to heal (cf. Matthew 10:1-15). However, earlier the Twelve were sent only to
the House of Israel; in this Final Commission, the eleven are told to go to "all nations." The mission of Jesus is
now to be taken to all people; the task now is to baptize and to teach.

Jesus commissions his disciples to baptize in the name of the Trinity, one of the clearest attestations found in
Scripture for baptism in the name of the Trinity. In the Acts of the Apostles and in the Letters of Paul, baptism is
more frequently offered "in the name of Jesus."

The ending of Matthew’s Gospel can be understood as the beginning of the Church. Jesus commissions his
disciples to continue to teach in his name and to bring others into the community of disciples through baptism.
The Gospel ends, as it had begun, with the promise that Jesus will continue to be Emmanuel, "God with us" (cf.
Matthew 1:23), for all eternity.
