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Well, the waiting is nearly over. After 3 months of resting our banks, it’s time to dust off
the trotting rods, prepare the hemp and return to moving water. Let’s face it, there’s a
magic to rivers that stillwaters just can’t replicate. Whether you’re targeting specimen
chub, hard-fighting barbel, or quality silvers, the Mole has it all. What’s more, with the
close-season maintenance work that’s been carried out, the river is looking an absolute
picture.

IMPROVING ACCESS FOR
MEMBERS ON THE MOLE

Following a call from Dorking anglers for improved access to river pegs, volunteers have
been busy installing new steps, particularly on the popular North Bank section. This
much-needed upgrade across numerous pegs will make tackling steep and slippery banks
considerably safer and easier for all our members.

The steps have been sympathetically constructed to blend seamlessly into the natural
surroundings and preserve the river’s character. Beyond significantly improving access,
they actively stabilise the riverbanks against erosion - a persistent issue on the River Mole,
especially after increasingly frequent flash floods.
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KICK STARTING THE RECOVERY
OF OUR RIVER SECTIONS

Maintaining a healthy, thriving fishery is about striking a balance between creating angler
access and ecological preservation, including the establishment of no-fishing sanctuaries.
It's an approach that is vital to the long-term sustainability of a river. The extensive but
carefully managed tree work we have carried out on Castlefields and Puddenhole is part of a
nature-smart strategy to restore habitat and kickstart the natural recovery of the Mole.

By selectively thinning and creating dappled light, we have encouraged vital weed growth
while reducing excessive leaf build-up that leads to silting. Far from simply opening up
casting space for members, this work ensures the river sections remain a resilient
ecosystem for supporting healthy fish populations.




NEW PEG MARKERS ON PUDDENHOLE

Work on Puddenhole has continued in readiness for the new season. All 18 peg markers
have now been installed along this peaceful and productive stretch of the Mole.

In response to an article in the March Newsletter
regarding coaching bursaries from the Angling
Trust, we were contacted by Dorking member
Jason Sawyer. Jason is an experienced angler
but relatively new to the club. Since joining, he
has thrown himself into volunteering for a
number of events, including litter picks, gravel
cleaning and work parties.

Jason has successfully completed his online training. He is now awaiting assessment before
taking a one-day practical at Marsh Farm. | am sure we’d all like to wish him the best of luck
in gaining his coaching qualification.

PUDDENHOLE PROGRESSES AT PACE

Kenward Construction returned to Puddenhole in early May and has made great strides,
completing the ramp, installing Armco barriers and creating a car park area. They have
also submitted a planning application to install the new gate.

Taking advantage of plant machinery already on site, the committee approved the full
excavation of the lake. This work is fully funded and leaves the club with a healthy
working capital. The car park will be closed to anglers while development continues.

THE NEXT STAGE

A number of tasks remain, including profiling the
lake, ensuring it’s watertight and establishing
marginal plants. We have obtained quotes for
this next phase of the project. However, due to
budget constraints, club volunteers may need to
carry out some of this work.

WHAT’S THE TIMELINE?

We anticipate the lake will take around two to
three years to mature properly before it becomes
fully fishable, with the EA committed to providing
stock from their Rearing Unit in Calverton. This
is a highly ambitious and exciting project which,
when completed, will make Puddenhole one of
Surrey’s premier stillwaters.

A HAVEN FOR ANGLERS AND WILDLIFE

As well as creating a first-class fishery, this 15-
acre site will be developed into a conservation
area - a haven for both anglers and wildlife. We will
be consulting with relevant groups, such as Surrey
Wildlife Trust, on how best to achieve this.

FUNDING THE PROJECT

The lake extension represents a significant
investment of both time and money, which the
committee firmly believes is vital for the future of
the angling club. While fisheries improvement
funding will be available, we are actively
pursuing external funds to help accelerate the
project’s completion. We would also greatly
appreciate any member donations via Clubmate.

meeting of River Mole angling societies. This represents an
ANGLING ALLIANCE important first step towards greater dialogue between clubs.

Dorking AS has played a major role in
helping establish this collaborative initiative -
something that could prove vital in securing
the future of the River Mole for the next
generation of anglers.

At the meeting, our very own Jon Elliott,
treasurer for our club, was elected chair for
the first 12 months. A WhatsApp group was
set up among the nine member clubs to
share relevant regional updates.

Meetings will be held quarterly to discuss issues affecting clubs, ranging from habitat
improvement to fisheries enforcement. The alliance will also look to partner with other
interested parties such as the Angling Trust and the South East Rivers Trust.

STOPPING ILLEGAL DISCHARGES
ON CASTLEFIELDS

Fisheries Officer Phil Waddicor has spearheaded a local campaign to
halt pollution from a manhole on our Castlefields site. As you’ll see

' from the images below, this poorly constructed manhole has two built-
<] in overflow pipes that regularly release raw sewage into the river.

3‘* These discharges generally occur when the river is in flood during the
. wetter autumn and winter months. Alarmingly, this has been

i happening for years.

All pollution spills are promptly reported to the
Environment Agency Incident Line. This process
guarantees Thames Water is dispatched to clear and
sanitise the affected manhole and surrounding area.

Phil has been collaborating with River Mole River
Watch, local landowner Martin Smith, Chris Coghlan
MP, and the Angling Trust’s legal team, Fish Legal, to
force Thames Water to address the problem of these
polluting pipes.

Thanks to tireless campaigning, the club can now
officially confirm that the water company has finally
sealed the defective manhole to prevent further
unauthorised discharges.

While hydraulic analysis and flow monitoring remains
necessary to ensure system integrity, this is a major
step forward in helping to protect our watercourse
from pollution. It’s a small victory, but an important
one nonetheless.

Since stepping into the role of Fisheries Officer in
2024, Phil has placed conservation at the very heart
of the fishing club, prioritising the river’s ecological
health by working with local environmental groups.

He was also responsible for introducing water quality
testing on the River Mole, through the Angling Trust’s
groundbreaking ‘Anglers Against Pollution’ campaign.
The club has recently completed a three-year
monitoring milestone as part of this initiative.

LEAVING A ROD UNATTENDED IS ILLEGAL

Since Castlefields opened to anglers on
May 1st, there have been a number of
reports of rods being pulled into the lake
by carp. Under Environment Agency
national byelaws, it is illegal to leave a rod
and line in the water unattended. The
definition of unattended being that you are
too far away to take immediate action if a
fish takes the bait.

Of course, losing your tackle this way is
bad enough, but from a fish welfare point
of view it is wholly unacceptable. Despite
using barbless hooks, fish can become
tethered to a snag, which may result in severe injury or even death. It also poses a danger
to other wildlife. Be a responsible angler and help to protect our precious fish stocks by
retaining control of your rod at all times while fishing.
