The Advent wreath originated with the Lutherans of eastern Germany a few hundred years ago.  The custom of lighting the wreath during the four weeks preceding Christmas took place only in the homes of believers.  Gradually, especially in Roman Catholic parishes, this custom made its way into the church.  Chapter 47 of the Book of Blessings tells us that the wreath “should be of a sufficient size to be visible to the congregation.  It may be suspended from the ceiling or placed on a stand.  The wreath is blessed only on the First Sunday of Advent and is simply lighted on the remaining Sundays.
